NOUVELLE SOCIETE HELVETIQUE.

The regular monthly meeting of the Nouvelle
Société Helvétique was held at Swiss House on
Wednesday, 15th May, when the business portion
of the meeting preceded a most interesting cau-
serie by Mr. Robert Schiess, formerly of the
Swiss Papal Guard in Rome.

Mr. Schiess gave a most vivid account of the
constitution, the life, the duties and other mat-
ters of the Guard and was listened to with enor-
mous interest by the large audience present. Mr.
Schiess, to make the lecture more interesting,
actnally appeared in the picturesque uniform of
the Guard, and after having answered a number
of questions he consented to the general request of
the audience and produced his ‘‘zither.”” To hear
Mr. Schiess on this instrument is something un-
expected and wholly delightful ; he is a recognised
virtuoso on this beautiful though old-fashioned
instrument. The best proof of the great appreci-
ation of the audience is the fact that they would
not let him go, even after the meeting was offi-
cially closed, but clamoured for more of the
beautiful melodies he gave us from his repertoire.

It is the intention of the Council to organise
similar evenings for the future, as this one has
proved so attractive to the students of Swiss
House.
