Both the Réunion de Couture and the
(Naiffiverein belonging to the two sections of the
Swiss Church also meet regularly once every
month and a great deal of good practical work is
being done for charitable purposes. Needless to
say all is for the benefit of the poor in the Swiss
Colony, and the highest appreciation is hereby
expressed to these ladies.

The two tenants of the Foyer Suisse, the
" Unione Chrétienne de Langue Française" and
the " Swiss Y.M.C.A.," continue to do good work
among young men, under very difficult conditions,
however.

For the second time in succession we held the
Old Folks Xnias Luncheon in the middle of Dec-
ember last. Some ninety old people of Swiss
nationality and over 65 years of age had been
invited to attend, but only about 40 took part'.'
Our Swiss Minister, Monsieur C. R. Paravicini,
again presided and it was a most happy and en-
joyable afternoon.
