Banal ist dieses sehr
zweifelhafte Erzeugnis eines gänzlich unin-
spirierten Mannes.- Sehr interessant ist ein
Artikel über " Graubündner Baumeister und
Stukkatoren in deutschen Landen zur Barock-
und Rokokozeit." Er zeigt uns, dass die Schweiz
in jener Zeit nicht arm an Künstlern war.- Das
Septemberheft ist sehr reichhaltig und sehr zu
empfehlen.

To the Editor of 77re Swiss Observer.
Dear Sir,—In Kyburg's gleanings there ap-

pears an article culled from The Sphere of 27th
September entitled " The Matterhorn takes its
revenge."

This article contains many statements which
a mountaineer will readily endorse.

For instance there is the statement that
guides seldom speak disparagingly of the moun-
tains : they know that many a peak which has the
name of being an easy mountain may on occasion
destroy a climbing party.

And I believe that it was such an easy moun-
tain, the Breithorn, on which Hermann Ferren
lost his life, and not the Matterhorn.

And again the route to the Bergli where
Alexander Burgener and several of his party were
swept to death is not in itself a difficult route,
but Alexander apparently misjudged the condi-
tion of the snow and paid the supreme penalty.

Talking of the Matterhorn and of Alexander
Burgener together (I knew not Hermann Perren)
I remember an ascent with him of Mont Blanc
when another climber on the mountain spoke be-

littlingly of the Matterhorn, and Alexander was
hurt and indignant. Perhaps lie enjoyed a slight
revenge on that day because he and his Herr
reached the top and the other party failed on ac-
count of one member going sick.

The loss in the Alps of two such leaders
among guides as Hermann Perren and Alexander
Burgener may be cited as confirmation of the say-
ing " Die besten Führer bleiben in der Bergen,"
but it is not a saying with overwhelming truth
behind it, because many a great guide has died
in his bed (Pollinger, Anderegg, Knubel, Almer,
Klucker and others almost equally well-known),
like an ordinary mortal. I do not know how the
saying originated.

?'b,e »S'pbere is less on safe ground when it
states that a guide's one desire is to die in the
mountains, but what is true of the great guides,
is, that they love their mountains and Alexander
Burgener for one was bemoaning to the writer
the time when he would no longer be, able to fol-
low his calling, and he was vehemently opposed
to the spoliation of the Matterliorn by a railway
then iinder discussion.

One guide, I remember, Joseph Tabin of
Zinal, was passionately fond of the peaks : he
stroked a particularly nasty rock gendarme on
the " Besso " admonishingly and tenderly " es-tu
gentil aujourd'hui!" He was young and he
would have been a great guide in time but he
perished on the Zinal Rothorn.

Forgive me if I finish with a truism : There
are guides good and bad just as in every calling,
but they are, as TTte Sphere says, a sturdy and
stalwart race of which our Switzerland is im-
mensely proud. Yours, etc.,
