For several winters past fifteen Huts and

Chalets, largely used by skiers, have been
plundered by thieves. From one partikular
chalet, on the road to the Ottenlenënbad and
temporarily uninhabited, furniture and provis-
ions to the amount of 2,000 Frs. has been cleared
out. In farm premises cows have been milked
and articles stolen. Tremendous exasperation
is felt amongst skiers and population. The police
have arrested three men in Plaffeien. The criminal
court sentenced two of the thieves, aged 17 and
24 years, to six and twelve months imprisonment
respectively ; the youngest was placed on proba-
tion and a fourth one got two months for receiv-
ing. The police are after more of the culprits.

On Saturday last, an electrician's mate,
Gustav Niederer, 28, löst, his lifé through an acci-
dent in Lachen near Walzenhauser. Four
electricians were putting in a new electric con-
duct wire by fastening the new wire to the old
one and pulling it through the insulators. Care-
lessly, the parallel running 10,000 volt current
was not switched off ; the new wire got caught
somewhere and the four workmen pulled with all
their strength, which set the wire into a
swinging motion and contacted with the high
voltage current, all five men receiving a shock.
Luckily however, a short circuit resulted, cans-
ing the four men to be thrown'aside, but Niederer,
who was at the winding coil, received the whole
accumulated current and was electrocuted.
