moire au gouvernement, s'est élevée contre les

conceptions des pétitionnaires, eu tant que
contraires à la liberté de l'enseignement.

C'est une erreur, poursuivit M. Rudolf, de
demander de M. de Reynold un cours complet
de littérature française ; à Genève, M. Bernard
Bouvier ne procédait pas autrement, en con-
sacrant, par exemple, deux semestres à Cha-
teaubriand. M. de Reynold, sur trente semestres
d'enseignement, n'en a pas consacré moins de dix
au 18me siècle. Le commissaire gouvernemental
reproche enfin à l'interpellateur d'avoir fait
usage de témoignages anonymes ; l'enseignement
de M. de Reynold a été approuvé par de véritables
étudiants, qui ont eu le courage de signer leur
requête. Le Conseil d'Etat, conclut-il, considère
cette affaire comme liquidée.

A titre de clôture du débat, un député socia-
liste proposa de soumettre cette interpellation à

une discussion générale. Un député radical
combattit cette proposition, qui fut rejetée, sans
pointage des suffrages, "à une majorité évidente,"
pour employer la formule consacrée. L'inter
pellateur ne se déclara qu'insuffisamment
satisfait. Dès lors, cette affaire peut être
considérée comme liquidée pour un certain temps.
Elle est surtout triste—ou au contraire cocasse,
selon les points de vue—à titre d'expression de
l'idée étrange que l'on se fait dans certains
milieux de l'enseignement universitaire. Curieux
centenaire du grand mouvement d'émancipation
de 1830 TYth. de Gewène.
