NEWS FROM THE COLONY.

UNIONE TICINESE.
Festa Famigliare.

One of the most enjoyable functions at which
I had the pleasure to attend was the ** Festa
Famigliare » of the Unione Ticinese which took
place at Pagani’'s Restaurant on Thursday the
4th of June,

Nearly a hundred participants sat down to
a most sumptions dinner, which would have
surely satistied even the most fastidious gourmet.
I do not know whether it was the excellent wine
or the genial company which created, right from
the beginning, such a happy atmosphere, un-
doubtedly these two important ftactors worked
together and may claim equal honours.

There was certainly not much formality

about, neither did I perceive any struggling for
the limelight, which is sometimes apparent at
some of the wsocial functions. The name
“Festa  IFamigliare  denotes that it should
be o family affair, and so it was in the real sense
of the word and what a happy family our breth-
ren from beyond the Gotthard are. On their
faces shone the sun of their beautiful little home-
land, it was as if a breeze swept over from the
beautiful lakes of Maggiore and Lugano, and one
could ** Fata Morgana *’ like, see the quaint vil-
lages snuggling amidst the wooded cliffs, those
unforgettable thresholds where there seems to
be eternal spring.
The tables were artistically decorated with
flowers, but was there really any need for the
exquisite floral decoration? There were so many
beautiful ladies present, that even roses and car-
nations faded away and blushingly lowered their
heads.  Sparkling eyes made the Hall look
brighter and the delightful chatter in the melodi-
ous lingua of our Ticinese, sounded like musie,
which even made the heart of a Bernese beat
quicker, no mean achievement,

The customary toasts to H.M. the King and
to Switzerland were proposed by the President,
Mr. W. Notari, and duly honoured, after which
the President welcomed the company in a most
efficient speech.  He announced that it gave him
much pleasure to present two faithful members,
with an illuminated address, for their untiring
and devoted efforts for the prosperity of the
Society, namely Mr. A. Meschini, Hon. Vice
President of the U.T., who has been associated
with the Society for 34 yearsand Mr. O. Gam-
bazzi, who reéently retired from the committee
after 31 years faithful service as Hon. Secretary.
This announcement was greeted with enthusiasm.
The two addresses, which were beautifully ex-
ecuted and framed, read as follows :—
