As for many years, the expenditure has been
on the increase, reaching last year the sum of
£3,362 5s. 7d., against £3,177 14s. 9d. in 1929,
which is a sure proof of the great necessity of
this institution.  Unfortunately, notwithstand-
ing great efforts to obtain new subscribers, the
accounts for 1930 show an Excess of Expenditure
over Revenue of £154 7s. 4d. as shown on the
statement below of 31st December last.

This remarkable result is due to the initiative
of the Unione Ticinese and particularly to the
personal efforts of Messrs. M. Golay, W. Notari
and A. Perrochet, and last but not least to t.he
generous response of the Swiss Societies, Swiss
firms and private subscribers, to whom hearty
thanks are extended. Further sums of £100 have
since been paid and £50 promised by two Swiss
Societies. Although there is still a long way to
go before the minimum amount deemed indispens-
able for the creation of the Home is reached, a
great step forward has been made, for which the
Committee is most grateful. )

An important part of the Society’s work is
the care of old people in distress. The sum of
£1,174 11s. was spent in relieving 41 pensioners,
whose age varied from 62 to 87. In all, the
Society was able to help 503 countrymen, viz.
85 families with 150 children, 38 widows with 42
children and 99 single persons. 91 Lodging House
tickets and 81 food tickets for the London County
Council Shelters were distributed amongst single
men. 30 persons were sent back to Switzerland
under the Society’s care.

Great regret is expressed for the loss of ;\'.Iiss
Martha P. Muller, who gave her valuable services
to our Society for the last 20 years. She has
been ably replaced by Miss Gertrude Erisman,
to whom special thanks are due. Miss Erisman
was seconded by Mesdames W. Beckmann, E.
Chatelain, and M. Newman, and between them
these four ladiess made 178 enquiries and paid
671 visits.

M. MOTTA VISITS THE ROVER SCOUTS.

Federal Councillor Motta was present at the
official banquet at Kandersteg of the Rover
Scouts. After welcoming Sir Baden-Powell and
the other leaders of this International movement
he said :—

. ‘“ Pourquoi faut-il que treize ans aprés la fin
de la guerre mondiale, & une époque ou chaque
homme qui médite frémit d’horreur a imaginer
les conditions de conflits futurs, pourquoi faut-
il que le monde soit encore traversé par tant
d’inquiétudes, comme si la Société des Nations
n’existait pas et comme si les Etats n’avaient
point prononcé une promesse irrévocable et défi-
nitive, celle de renoncer pour toujours a la
guerre comme moyen de réaliser leur politique
nationale?

La cause de cette situation est, hélas, dans
’homme lui-méme. I opposition des intéréts éco-
nomiques et le besoin de I’expansion démogra-
phique constituent sans doute des raisons qui
prédisposent & 'emploi de la force. Mais la ra-
cine profonde du mal n’est pas la. Elle est dans
les cerveaux, elle est dans les doctrines et les
philosophies, elle est dans le subconscient tra-
ditionnel de ceux qui, appelés & gouverner les
peuples, laissent percer le doute qu’au moment
des conjonctures critiques ils ne pourront peut-
étre pas résister & la fascination mauvaise qui
émane de la force simplement matérielle.

C’est pourquoi un mouvement d’idées et d’ac-
tion comme celui des éclaireurs, qui s’étend &
P'univers civilisé, prend I'enfant, 1’adolescent, le
jeune homme et ’homme mur et se fonde sur le
devoir d’aimer et de servir son prochain, est
un mouvement de valeur inestimable en faveur
de la paix.

Aimer et servir. Aimer, ¢’est-d-dire connaitre
et comprendre. Aimer, c’est-d-dire entrevoir et
sentir dans son semblable, quelle que soit son
origine, sa race et sa couleur, les lumiéres par-
fois cachées de I’ame immortelle. Servir, c’est-
A-dire éloigner les suggestions de I’orgueil, ser-
vir, c¢’est-a-dire aider ceux qui souffrent, “affir-
mer la solidarité sociale, se soumettre a une
discipline constante pour réaliser un idéal de
bonté et de miséricorde. Aimer et servir, c¢’est
1a, Messieurs, votre devise, votre programme
et votre raison d’étre. .Je léve mon verre, au
nom du Conseil fédéral, & votre santé et je
souhaite que votre ceuvre se propage toujours
plus et qu’elle triomphe.”
