We have, however, com-
missioned a member of our learned staff to gather
some  information amongst our Banker and
Stockbroker friends. (We have extensive con-
nections in these quarters.) His experiences of
one day’s work amongst the “captains’ of higl
finance have been put down chronologically, and
for the enlightenment of our readers, we produce
his report herewith in its original form. To all and
sundry of the interviewed the following simple,
but searching question, was put:

*What is your opinion about the Financial

Crisis, how and when will it end?”’

REPORT TO THE EDITOR OF THE 8.0.

Tuesday, September 22nd, 1931.
10.30 a.m.

Called at A. Bank: Saw Sub-Manager, who
looked worried. Replied to my question : “l.mstl\
rotten affair, nothing is safe; if you have any
money, buy furniture, man, at least you have
something tangible. (He did not tell me where
I could store it nor did he offer to pay for stor-
age.) Left 1040, rather depressed.

1045 a.m.

Called at B. Bank: Saw one of the chiefs
in Foreign Exchange Dept.—Was very busy, had
two telephones hung round his neck, looked
bilious. Answered my question: It is hopeless,
glad T have no money,—people who are best off
are those who have no money or who have got
debts.””  Not being a banker I failed to see this,
neither position has ever made me very happy.
Left 11 o’clock rather more depressed.

11.15 a.m.

Called at C. Bank. Saw Manager. Looked
subdued. Answered my question : Situation very
serious.  Considered that the whole affair was
very badly handled.—I left him the address of Mr.
Snowden.—Could not hold out any hope for an
early improvement. Was told to go at 11.30. Felt
rather empty.

1140 a.m.

Had to take a stimulant.
11.50 a.m.

Called at D. Bank. Saw Sub-Manager.
Answered, that he has no idea what was going to
happen, the whole world would go to wrack and
ruin.  Asked me to see the Governor of the Bank
of England, which T promised to do. Told the
commissionaire to bring my hat and umbrella.
Took the hint. Left very depressed.

12 o’clock.

Felt again empty,
12.30 p.m.

Called at Bank of England, was told b\ the
¢ lmtlel ”” that the Governor was out, was asked
for my card, which T left, was told I should hear
further. (I am still waiting to hear).

had a little pick-me-up.

1 p.m.

Had lunch consisting of purely English food,
inquired whether meat was imported, made a
resolution to be patriotic and to give up wine and
liqueurs.  Had_ some beer, enjoyed it.” Felt a
little better.

2 p.m,

Called on Stockbroker A.: He looked flushed.
Told me he wished he were dead.—1 sympathized
with him, told him to cheer up. Told me, that
we shall all spon be in the workhouse. I did not
prolong the interview.  Left in a state of hysterics.
2.30 p.m.

Called on Stockbroker B.: Told me to go
and ask a Plumber the question, I promised to
do so.  Was rather rude, but I have forgiven him.

2.50 p.m.

General Post Oftice.  Wrote to my local

Plumber asking him to see me (no tools re-
quired).
3 p.n.

Called on Stockbroker €. : Said, all Banke
Stockbrokers and Financiers were silly —, [
did not dare to agree. Wishes he were in Hono-
lulu. I told him to.go to Cooks at once. Offered
me a cup. of coffee, w (nll(l have preferred a cigar.
Told me to write any rubbish, it would mdke no
difference.

3.30 p.m.

Decided to give up interviewing, felt terribly
down in the dumps, decided to go early to bed
and forget all about it.

9 p.m.

My local plumber called, asked him what he

“felt” about the sitnation. Said he felt thirsty,

—offered him a drink.—** \Vell Sir,” he replied,
All we want is a little pluck, same as wot we

’ad before, and we shall see this ’ere business

through too.””  Gave him another drink.—

Told him to go.—Ile made me happy, went
to bed and dreamt that all Bankers, Stock-
brokers and TFinanciers were dlowned in a
tidal wave,—that the world was beautiful;
that I had a spacious mansion full of
(inflation) furniture, and that I was riding in a
golden coach through the City of London with
the Chancellor of the Exchequer.

coulée, un cheval actionnait la soufflerie au moyen
d’un maneége. Ce ne fut qu’en 1839 que l'on
installa a cet effet une machine a vapeur; elle
venait de Mulhouse et développait 4 (hu'un elle
excita une vive admiration.

Cependant I'entreprise marchait & souhait.
L’industrie textile commencait a se répandre en
Suisse et y prospérait rapidement. Ayant besoin,
pour ses machines, d’une grande quantité de pieces
de fonte, des formes les plus diverses, elle tournit
une clientéle étendue a la nouvelle fonderie, qui
put, des 1836, occuper 12 ouvriers. Peu aprés on
remplaga les fours & ereuset par un cubilot, En
1839, il fallut construire une nouvelle et plus
grande fonderie et aménager les batiments de
I’ancienne en vue d’y loger I'atelier de mécanique.

A partir de ce moment, I'entreprise connut
une prospérité ininterrompue. Les fils appli-
quaient toute leur activité a donner & leurs affaires
une extension toujours plus grande. Le pere
Sulzer restait fidéle a sa fonderie de laiton, ou
sa grande expérience lui permettait d’obtenir des
résultats brillants. Quant & la fonderie de fer,
¢’ était surtont Salomon Sulzer qui 8’y consacrait.

Jean-Jacques Sulzer, s’étant mari¢ en 1836,
avait, suivant Dlusage suisse, point & son nom
celui de sa femme et fut connu dorénavant sous
le nom de Sulzer-Hirzel. (Yest Ini qui prit de
plus en mains la direction générale de ’entre-
prise; en outre, il se consacra spécialement au
développement des ateliers de mécanique.

A partir de 1840, il entreprit un
nombre de voyages a I'étranger.

Les affaires de la maison prirent bientot une
si grande extension que la force de travail
pourtant peu commune du pére et des fils Sulzer
n’y suffit plus. II fallut choisir des collaborateurs.
(Cest ici que Sulzer-Hirzel se montra bon
psychologue ; il sut choisir des hommes possédant
les qualités de chefs futurs; en méme temps, dans
I'éducation de ses fils, il s’efforcait avant tout
d’en faire des hommes capables de prendre plus
tard la direction de ’entreprise.

Parmi les personnes ainsi destinées a occuper
dans la suite des places importantes; la premiére
fut un jeune ajusteur de Lucerne, Gaspard Hodel,
qui avait déja auparavant travaillé pendant cing
ans dans la maison, et qu’on réengagea en 1850
aprés un séjour a I’étranger, il devint directeur
des ateliers. La deuxiéme fut un jeune ingénieur
anglais. Charles Brown.  Sulzer-Hirzel, plein
d’admiration pour ce qu’il avait vu dans le
domaine de 'industrie des machines lors de ses
voyages en Angleterre, avait prié son beau-frére,
qui travaillait dans la célébre Maison Maudslay
Sons & [ield, & Londres, de lui trouver un
collaborateur qui pit le seconder dans la fabrica-
tion. Celui-ci lui envoya ce jeune ingénieur, qui
se révéla génie technique de premier ordre et dont
le nom mérite d’étre joint a la longue liste de
ceux qui répandirent la technique anglaise et la
science de l'ingénieur, anglais sur le continent.

Honneur A ces pionniers d’une des industries
qui est et sera, espérons-le, longtemps encore, un
sujet de juste fierté pour notre pays!
