FEDERAL.

ZONES DISPUTE.

It is officially stated that the final considera-
tion of this long protracted dispute has been post-
poned to April next. The reason for the further
delay is stated to be the inability of two judges
to be present at the pleadings fixed for this month.
The Swiss delegate, Professor Logoz, who had
already arrived at the Hague has had to return
to Nwitzerland.

SWISS GOLD GCOVER.

An increase since the last return in the gold
and foreign currency reserves of the Swiss
National Bank of 123,814,951., bringing them to
2,205,404,775¢E., is announced in the return issued
on the 19th of October.

Simultaneously the fiduciary cireulation tell
by 16,104,205f., to 1,417,197,905¢, This brings
the gold and foreign exchange cover up to 156
per cent.,

DOUBLE TAXATION.

An agreement has been signed Dby Great
Britain and Switzerland which ll(l\ for its object
the mutual supression of taxation in both coun-
tries in certain specified instances. This refers
mainly to business transacted by an agent in one
country when his principal is domiciled in the
other.

EXCHANGE OF TERRITORY WITH GERMANY.

The Swiss authorities have now completed the

inital studies with reference to the suggested
acquisition by the Canton Schaffhausen of two

small German (Baden) vill which in bottle-
neck fashion cut into the frontier line,

The compensation offered to Germany would
consist in the surrender by the Canton Schaff-
hausen of woodland owned by the latter in the
Black Forest. »

SAURER SUCCESSES IN FRANCE AND HOLLAND.

In the previous year for
the same period 2712 persons left Switzerland for
foreign countries.

ZURICH.

Prof. Dr. Otto Haas, a noted eye specialist of
international repute and Professor at the Univer-
sity of Zurich has died. e reached the age of 81.

BERNE.

The *“Bank in Berne” (Share capital
700,000f., Reserves 315,000f.) has closed and
applied to the Court for permission to go into
voluntary liquidation. The Bank dealt chiefly in
foreign stocks and shares . It is hoped that the
depositors, which have a claim of altogether
475,000f. will be paid back in full.

LUGERNE.

The local savings bank of Willisau has
closed its doors; it is said that the whole of the
share capital and reserves amounting to 24 mil-
lion franes has been lost through speculations.
The claims of the depositors and debenture holders
are stated to be fully covered.

BASEL.

The ¢ Basler Liedertafel ” paid over the last
week-end a visit to the ““‘Chorale Strasbourgeoise”
at Strasbourg: where they received a hearty re-
ception. A concert was given by the Basler
¢ Liedertatel ” at the ¢ Palais des fétes *” which
was a great success, and at the conclusion of same
the singers received an ovation.

The
driver and four of the teachers were killed on the
spot whilst six others had to be conveyed to the
cantonal hospital in Fribourg.

Schilliger from Zurich, Miss Baur from Béle, and
Miss Manni from Chur.

AVANT LES ELECTIONS FEDERALES.

On se plaint en Suisse de la désaffection que
marque 1’électeur pour les affaires publiques. Un
peu partout, a 'occasion des votes, on constate,
en effet, que, seule, une minorité de fidéles
exprime son opinion. Le bulletin, qui fut, jadis,
le signe de ralliement de la démocratie, & I’époque
ou lon devait encore lutter contre les ultimes
efforts de 1'oligarchie, semble, aujourd’hui, mé-
pr (est, du moins ce que disent, non sans
amertume, les chefs de partis et les chroniqueurs
politiques.

Il est certain que les citoyens ne font pas,
chez nous, tout leur devoir. Le malaise existe, et,
sans en exagérer la gravité, il faut le voir tel
qu'il est.

Notre vie politique s’est transformée, depuis
le commencement de ce siécle, beaucoup plus pro
fondément que nous ne 'imaginons en général.

I n’y a plus, en Suisse, une majorité qui
gouverne et une ou des minorités, qui tantot

s'allient, tantot se séparent et marchent au com-
bat, chacune sous son drapeau, au gré de com-
binaisons opportunistes. Cet état de fait a créé
une mnouvelle stratégie, trés compliquée, plus
subtile souvent que loyale, qui a ses spécialistes,
mais a laquelle le brave paysan, l'ouvrier, le
petit bourgeois, I'homme dans la rue, en un mot,
ne comprennent pas grand’chose.  Autrefois,
qu’on en puisse dire, on luttait davantage pour
des idées.  On était radical si 'on s.ltm('h.ut
surtout a la défense du principe de I’égalité et si
Pon attendait de Ilitat qu’il intervint pour
corriger ou pour prévenir les erreurs des individus.
On Gtait libéral si, ¢ nant 'omuipotence de
IIitat, on se préoccupait avant tout de sauve-
garder la liberté et le droit d’initiative de chacun.
(Yest a peine si,dans ces temps périmés, il était
question de socialisme.  On se disait socialiste
lorsqu’on souhaitait une plus grande activité de
I’Etat en fave “r de la réglementation du travail;
mais un socialiste ne se distinguait pas trés nette.
ment d’un radical de ;{‘illl(‘ll(h

Les événements qui se sont succédé avee une
rapidité étonnante depuis un quart de siécle ont
changé tout cela. Le parti socialiste, fédéré anx
grandes organisations collectivistes, s’est fondé
et a pris, quelquefois, grice i la carence de ses
adversaires, une place importante. Désorientés
devant les problémes sociaux qu’ils connaissaient
mal, pour ne les avoir pas étudiés, habitués &
une politique ‘* pépére,” confortable, une bonne
petite politique de clocher, les partis bourgeois
ont longtemps lutté contre le socialisme avec des

armes  puériles le dédain, la plaisanterie,
Iabstention.  Quand, enfin, ils ont compris
I'imminence du danger — et cela n’est pas trés

loin de nous — ils se sont appliqués, avec plus de
zele que d’adresse, a replitrer la facade de Pédifice
social, dans D'espoir que I'on renoncerait a en
exiger la démolition. Les chrétiens sociaux, dont
le programme est, & bien des égards, sympathique,
ne font pas autre chose. Mais leur tactique est
souvent déplaisante. It le remede, décidément,
vient un peu tard. D’autres, qui se croient trés
malins, pratiquent une méthode différente: la
concession ; ils accordent aux socialistes tout ce
que ceux-ci demandent ; ils devancent méme leurs
désirs, croyant naivement arréter ainsi la marée

rouge. Leur cas fait songer au pauvre roi Louis
XVI, coiffé du bonnet phrygien, an balcon des

Tuileries.

Tout cela n’explique pas suffisamment que
Pélecteur puisse se désintéresser des affaires
publiques, comme il le fait. Mais nous revenons
A ce chapitre.

La prépondérance des intéréts économiques
sur toute autre préoccupation — caractéristique
de I'époque — a poussé les groupements, autrefois
incorporés et comme fondus dans des partis qui
avaient un programme d’idées, un drapeau, A se
constituer séparément et a faire valoir, chacun
pour soi, ses prétentions. D’autre part, la repré-
sentation proportionnelle, introduite d’abord avec
quelque prudence, puis érigée en dogme, a donné
aux partis une existence consacrée, qui pratique-
ment est presque celle des institutions de droit
public.

font la politique. Et, dans les partis, un
petit cénacle, un comité, assisté de délégués
triés sur le volet. On dira quil en fut

toujours ainsi: ce n’est pas vrai. Il fut un
temps ou un député aux Chambres fédérales,
représentant d’un parti, certes, mais élu par la
majorité des citoyens de son canton, avait vrai-
ment conscience de son role de mandataire du
