REPORT ON SWISS TRADE AND INDUSTRY
IN 1930.

The ¢ Swiss Federation of Commerce and
Industry ” has just published its annual Report
on Swiss Trade and Industry during the year
1930. The abundance of economic facts and
figures will enable an intelligent foreign reader
to obtain an insight into Swiss economic con-
ditions.

As formerly the General part of the Report
contains a succint statement about certain im-
portant questions concerning prices, commercial
policy and the crisis.

Thereupon follows a statistical part contain-
ing all the most important dates from the different
fields of Swiss economic conditions such as:
population, agriculture, waterpower, factories,
labour questions, cost of living, b‘mkmg;y foreign
trade, finance and taxation.

The most important part of the volume is
devoted to special reports on the individual
branches of trade and industry, on traffic, insur-
ance and banking, on production and distribution
of electric energy and on technical and commer-
cial education. There are new chapters concern-
ing some industries which have so far not been
dealt with.
