SWISS LOAN FOR RAILWAY.

FFor the financing of an extension of the rail-
way from Stuttgart to Zurich, the Republic of
W |||tuml>m'~ has negotiated with the Schweize-
rische und l\ll‘l]ltdll\tdlf at Zurich for a 6} per
cent. loan of 25 million Swiss francs, which will
be offered to the public by a Swiss banking con-
sortinm.

The loan part of which is to be issued in
Holland, will be for a term of 25 vears, and the
issue price has been fixed at 961 per cent.

FOOTBALL.

The International Football - Match between
Switzerland and Hungary which took place at
Budapest on Sunday last, ended with a victory
for Hungary (6—2). At half time each side had
scored two goals, but within thrée minutes after
resuming play the Hungarians added three fur-
ther goals, and shortly before the end another
goal was added. One of the Swiss players had to
leave the field early in the second halt after being
hurt.

In one of the bedrooms
three children were dead in one bed, whilst in
another room a fourth child was found dead on
the floor ond next to him lay the man, also dead,
with a revolver between his legs. All the children
were shot through the head. Of the four child-
ren, two belong to the couple Barth, whilst the
two others belong to the mechanic Ringger-
Hurter from Zurich, They were spending their
holiday with their relations. A preliminary in-
vestigation has shown, that this terrible deed was
committed in a fit of lunacy, as the man Barth
had been previously treated for mental disorders.

TICINO.

There has been a certain amount of activity
in communal politics in  Lugano, of recent
months. A couple of months ago a Referendum
was asked for, and voted upon, concerning the
re-paving of the main square, in front of the
municipal building, After projects and counter-
projects had been studied, the Municipal Couneil
decided to have the work done in small stone
blocks, as being best in keeping with the atmos-
phere of the place.  The popular vote decided
however, in favour of asphalt.

Recently, the Municipal Council accepted a
project tor the establishment of public Hot Baths,
but o movement is now on foot with the object of
upsetting this decision ; through a Referendum.

MILITARY MANOEUVRES.

The 5th Division, to which the Regiment of
the Ticino belongs, will hold its field exercises
from the 14th to the 25th of September next, in
the region of Buelach. As it is known, any
Swiss abroad belonging to units in training is
liable to severe punishment if he does not report
for service, immediately he returns to Switzer-
land, whether he was aware of the fact or not.

A PRESS TRIAL?

The Italian journalist, Signor
Angelo Tonello, published an article recently in
the local Ttalian periodical *‘ Luce ™ in which
he states that the liberal party was helped at the
elections with funds subscribed by prominent
fascists.
