Whilst I doubt the practicability of amalgama-
ting all our festivities into one " big affair,"
present conditions certainly warrant a thorough
stock taking. All our societies and clubs suffer
from the same ailment—the impossibility of re-
placing the inevitable " déchets " by fresh blood.
Since the war two institutions that have rendered
valuable and essential services to the Colony have
disappeared and unless some of the old spirit is
revived one or two other societies, identified with
Swiss national pastimes, will be sharing a similar
fate. I now gather from an advertisement in the
same issue that a well-known Swiss centre, fre-
quented and supported by more compatriots than
any other Swiss institution in the Colony, is likely
to pass into other hands. The existance of the
building in question is due to the enthusiasm and
practical patriotism of—I may justly say—the
last generation. Have we lost all appreciation
of the ideal side of life?

I am not in a position to suggest remedies,
but I believe that the friendly competition be-
tween the clubs and the assurances of existing
cordial relations so studiously repeated at the
annual banquets should give way to a more liberal
measure or real and constructive co-operation.
