SECRETARIAT DES SUISSES A L'ETRANGER

Le rapport sur la 13ènie année d'activité du
Secrétariat des Suisses à l'Etranger de la
Nouvelle Société Helvétique vient de sortir de

presse. En le parcourant, on est stupéfait de la
multitude et de la variété des tâches accomplies
par cette institution. Non seulement elle seconde
ses 200 groupes — vaste réseau tendu sur le monde
— dans toutes leurs initiatives, mais elle leur
envoie des conférenciers de marque, des films
suisses, des dispositifs, elle les abonne à nos
quotidiens, alimente leurs bibliothèques, cherche
à conserver également au pays la jeunesse par des
lectures appropriées.

A côté de cela, le Secrétariat est mis chaque
jour à contribution pour des services personnels
de tout genre. Il s'occupe aussi des recrues
venant de l'étranger pour faire leur service
militaire ; 180 d'entre elles sollicitèrent son aide
morale et matérielle au cours de l'exercice écoulé ;

beaucoup demandèrent à être placées en Suisse,
une fois leur école terminée. La Maison de
vacances de Rhäzüns et la fondation " Oeuvre de
vacances des Suisses à l'étranger " se sont
révélées plus utiles (pie jamais en rendant force
et courage à maint compatriotes venant de contrées
particulièrement atteintes par la crise. Le
Secrétariat a contribué de plus à l'édition du bel
ouvrage " lies Suisse dans le vaste monde,"
volume richement illustré qui donne une idée
impressionnante du rôle joué dans tous les pays
de nos compatriotes.

La vaste tâche du Secrétariat des Suisses à

l'Etranger pourra-t-elle être poursuivie? Cette
collaboration étroite entre les colonies et la mère-
patrie, si nécessaire à l'heure actuelle, rétablie
grâce à de longs efforts, pourra-t on la maintenir
ou va-t-on en perdre les fruits? Tout cela dépend
de l'accueil qui sera fait par le public à l'appel
en faveur de 1' "Union des Amis des Suisses à

l'étranger," association dont la Commission des
Suisses à l'étranger vient de jeter les bases, et
qui groupe toutes les personnes disposées à
soutenir, par une cotisation annuelle, petite ou
grande, l'oeuvre en faveur des puisses à l'étranger.
Parmi nos oeuvres nationales, il en est peu qui
méritent davantage un généreux appui.
