THE EDITOR’S POST-BAG.

To the Bditor, Swiss Observer.
Dear Sir,

I have much pleasure in sending you herewith
cheque for subscription due, I always read with
great interest anything which the Swiss Observer
brings regarding the Swiss Societies in England.+

I am sure the crisis and its consequences are
making many of our compatriots abroad more
home-sick than ever, thinking that everything
would be just O.K. for them if only they were in
Switzerland. But if they were here they \Vould
soon find out that the crisis also needs to be over
come here, and that business and work are not to
be had for the mere asking for them. If the Swiss
people at home and abroad were working together
as a nation, like the British people do, I am still
convinced that there would be no country better
off and happier than Switzerland, and that there
is therefore still hope tor the Swiss of a better
future. But what is needed is action and unsel-
fish co-operation, rather than News Paper articles
and preaching of all kinds.

The Swiss at home are so much concerned
with the little cantonal and communal affairs and
with the great ** World > problems of Hitler,
Hoover, Mussolini, Ghandi, Devalera, League of
Nations, Disarmament, etc., that there is hardly
any time left to think about Swiss National
problems at home and abroad.

Switzerland has good brains, good hands and
sinews, wealth and very valuable natural re-
sources, but generally too poor leadership and
lack of ““ esprit de corps,” especially in industry,
commerce and finance. There are too many square
pegs in round holes! It is astounding hom many
responsible positions in factories and other offices
are filled by foreigners who might easily be re-
placed by Swiss from abroad.

On a business journey to the beautiful Tessin
not long ago, I had in my compartment a gentle-
man and his wife from Germany, probably a pro
fessor or high employee of the state.

He asked me if T knew a certain hotel which
had been recommended to him as cheap and good.
They had only about 200 Marks each with them,
as it was not allowed to take more money abroad.
With this amount they wanted to stay as long and
naturally as comfortably as possible.

Standing at the window of the carriage and
admiring the lovely country through which we
passed, the fine waterfalls everywhere, the river
below in the valley, the big saw-mills in full-
swing, the great granite quarries with train-loads
of fine stone blocks leaving them, the vineyards,
the orchards, the fine picturesque villages on the
mountain slopes along the railway lines, with
their typical houses with painted facades, the
beautiful old churches with characteristic cam-
paniles, my travelling companions were genuinely
happy and full of praise for all they saw.

In the adjoining compartments it was like-
wise. Everybody was boiling-over with joy, not
only because of the wonderful scenery but also
because of the nice warm sunshine and blue sky.
Until we reached the north entrance of the St.
Gothard tunnel it had been raining and was
bitterly cold, the contrast was therefore quite
overwhelming.

In our conversation and after these tourists
had evpressed their great admiration when they
had seen the electric power station and the great
pipe-lines which produced the power that moved
our train, I said : * Who would have thought only
a century ago that these high and rough mountains
would become one day the source of such a
mysterious and valuable power? — ¢ Aber in der
Schweiz da steckt noch viel I’

Then you should have seen how this gentle-
man opened his eyes and replied in a very deep
felt pensivetone : ¢ Ja, ja, dass wissen wir eben !

But how many of our good Swiss people do
not know it!
