This
knowledge Johann Dalp seems to have possessed
to an amazing degree, and it has been passed on,
together with a wealth of experience accumulated
through the years to his successors, the leaders of
Messrs. Francke A. G., Berne, as the firm styles
itself to-day. Here the booklover can obtain the
pick of the world’s literature, both ancient and
modern, in his own language. English and Ameri-
:an books are stocked in large numbers, and every
effort is made to cater for a clientele that has in
recent times become as numerous and varied as
the books themselves.
