NEW CROSS-CHANNEL TRAIN FERRY FOR
THE SOUTHERN RAILWAY.

The Southern Railway have decided to intro-
duce a Train Ferry Service running between
England and France, using the Port of Dover on
the English side, and in all probability the Port
of Dunkerque on the French Coast.

The Ferry is to be instituted primarily tor

carrying merchandise traffic, but the vessels have
been don;,nml so that they will be able to carry a
limited number of passengers, and thus it would
be possible, in due course, to run sleeping cars
between London, Paris and elsewhere.

Three up-to-date train ferry vessels will be
built, and tenders will shortly be invited for these.
The designs are based on the result of extensive
enquiries into the experience of the various train
ferry vessels running thmug.lmut the world.

It is expected that the service will be opened
during the summer of 1934, and arrangements are
in h.md with the French Railway Companies with
this objective in view.

It is hardly necessary to point out that one of
the chief advantages of a train ferry will be a
saving in handling at both Ports, with a conse-
quent lessening of the risk of damage or deteriora-
tion to the goods so conveyed. There will also be
a considerable saving in time, owing to quicker
operation at the Ports.
