WHO IS TO BLAME?

1 waived a last good-bye to my host and
hostess, and making myself as comfortable as I
could, finally sank into a cornmer of a 3rd class
railway compartment, ‘I have had a very good
day ”’ I reflected, as I was making a few mental
notes of the day’s outing, pulled out from my over-
coat pocket a much creased music programme, the
only bit of literature within reach. After a few
minutes of travel, during which time I had
sufficiently read the programme to know all the
items and advertisements off by heart, the train
slowed down and eventually stopped. My door
was violently flung open, and two young fellows
got in and occupied the two farthest corners of
the carriage. By their appearance I judged them
to be of the working class type, and their talk
eventually confirmed my belief. I sat upright and
folding my arms, deliberately listened to their
conversation, the subject of which dealt with the
present state of international affairs, and soon
they were discussing the League 6f Nations. —
After a slight pause, the eldest said words some-
thing like these : France is having her own way
too much.... Took here, even these conferences
have to be held in her country. The League of
Nations for example has to sit at Geneva, one’of
her biggest cities. — I was stunned at this gross
geographical error but refrained from interrup-
ting for he soon continued : ¢ Even this Lausanne
business will be in France.” At this point his
colleague protested, and said that Lausanne was
in Switzerland, and a very lively argument
started  In the end, however, he managed to
convince his friend on the ground, that a relation
of his works for a lady, who every year goes to
Lausanne, which he swore was in Switzerland.
The other gave in, and muttering something about
Switzerland having nothing to do with it, went
on explaining his theories of, how he thought, the
world ought to be governed. But I had to receive
yet another shock when he eventually tackled the
International Bank of Settlements, which he de-
clared was in a city called Basle, or something
like that in Belgium. — I was never more sur-
prised in my life at this lack of elementary
knowledge, and would have protested had not
our train again stopped.  Some unintelligible
name was voiced, and my two politicians got out
leaving me alone to ponder on the faults of
present-day elementary education. This so im-
pressed me, that I was determined to find out
more, and next day when an opportunity arose,
tested the youngest employee on our staff. T fired
three simple questions at him, regarding our
country. Only one he answered correctly. I was
disappointed, one so often reads, and hears im-
pressive ideas on the high standard of English
education. That to doubt whether three impor-
tant cities like Geneva, Lausanne, and Basle
belong to Switzerland or not, seems almost an
impossibility.

After this, I feel even more grateful to my
parents, for having given me the opportunity to
attend school for a few years in Switzerland where
education is undoubtedly of a better quality.—

But really, who is to blame for this deplor-
able state of mental training among the working
class?
