THE ACADEMY CINEMA.

The next film at the Academy Cinema, 165,
Oxford Street, will be ‘““La Maternelle’’ in French
and will start this week.

The subject has been handled very delicately
and successfully, since what is a particularly
pathetic story might easily have degenerated into
sloppy sentimentality.

It is not a humorous film, but as a study of
child psychology, it will be hard to beat.
