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FEDERAL.

BANQUE POPULAIRE SUISSE AFFAIRS.

The annocuncement that the Banque Populaire
Suisse (Schweizerische Volksbank) is compelled to
write off losses of more than 100,000,000 Swiss
franes, has caused considerable surprise through-
out Switzerland.

The Banque Populaire Suisse organized on a
co-operative plan, and having branch offices in
most Swiss towns, is one of the most important
banks 1 Switzerland.

It is proposed to reduce the capital of
186,000,000 frs. by halt, and drawing on reserves,
said to amount to 42,000,000 frs.

The Swiss Government will then subscribe
100,000,000 trs. of fresh capital, of which 25 per
cent. will be paid up.

It is stated that all deposits are tully covered,
and that there will be no loss for anyone except
the co-operative sharcholders;, who will be severely
hit.

The present position of the bank is attributed
to imprudent credit operations in foreign coun-
tries since the war. In 1931 rumours were current
about the bank, and in September of that year
a run on deposits took place. This was success-
fully stemmed, but an embarrassing shrinkage of
deposits was inevitable.

CHANGES IN SWISS ARMY COMMANDS.

The Federal Council has made the following
changes in the high command of the Army : Army-
Corps Commander Guisan, is taking over the com-
mand of the Ist Army-Corps, as successor to the
late Colonel Sarasin. Colonel Guisan was hitherto
Commander of the 2nd Army-Corps.

Army-Corps Commander Ulrich Wille will be
the new Commander of the 2nd Army-Corps.
Colonel Wille was ** Waftenchef *” of the infantry,
which post will be thus vacant.

ARMY REFORMS.

A conference was held in Berne, which was
attended by the Army-corps and division comman-
ders; M. Minger, chiet of the Federal Military
Dept. presided. The report of the Swiss General
Staff as to the various reforms was discussed.
WINTER SESSION OF THE FEDERAL CHAMBERS.

The Winter Session of the Swiss Parliament
will begin on the 4th of December. The Speakers
for the two Chambers will be elected.

MINISTER STUCKI HONOURED.

The University of Basle has promoted Mini-
ster Walter Stucki to doctor rer. pol. honoris
causa.

Minister Stucki is known to the London
Colony, from his stay in the Metropolis, during
the World Economic Conference, when he was
head of the Swiss Delegation. He is a Bernese,
and until 1917 practised as an advocate. From
1917-1919 he was general secretary of the Federal
Economic Dept., atter which he returned back to
his practice. In 1924 he was appointed Director
of the Commercial Dept. of the Federal Economic
Dept.  Since 1933 he has also held the post of
President of the ¢ Comité économique ’ of the
League of Nations.

FOREIGN INVESTMENTS IN GERMANY.

IForeign investments in shares of German
companies, says the ‘‘ Neue Ziircher Zeitung,”
amounted on December 3lst, 1932, to Rm.
1,550,000,000. As the entire share capital of
9,634 registered German companies amounted to
Rm.22,260,000,000, foreign investments repre-
sented about T per cent. of the total capital.
Foreign money is invested in 582 companies,
representing 28 per cent. of the share capital.

25,000 spectators witnessed this interesting
encounter in Zurich. Beautiful weather contri-
buted to the success ot this International, that
fixture which undoubtedly creates the greatest
enthusiasm and keenest vivalry, in other words a
scecond Scotland versus England. And so we have
lost again, with the identical score as when last
defeated in Leipzig in March 1932. The fondly
hoped-for revenge for that debicle in Zurich (0 :5)
three years ago has evaporated into thin air and
we are left with excuses for the failure. Yes, they
are clever with their explanations, with theil"wayvs
of proving that 2:1 would have been a much
nicer and more satisfactory result for both (?1)
sides, or that 1:0 for Germany in the first half
and 1:0 for Switzerland in the second would
have been more appropriate still.  What about
this tit-bit : * This goal (the second) was. even
less necessary than the first I’ The reason for this
outburst appears to be that at that time, Minelli
was temporarily off the field, Hufschmid had fallen
back to take his place, failed to stop Hohmann
(a thing which Minelli would of course never
have dreamed to do) who shoots, great save by
Huber, but Lachner gets to the ball and scores,
the ball being diverted by the unfortunate Huf-
schmid past his goalkeeper. All extremely un-
necessary ! Switzerland was severely handicapped
1 being unable to call on their regular out-
side-right von Kiinel and their goalkeeper Séche-
haye, on account of illness and injury. The
absence of v. Kinel was particularly felt as his
substitute left much to be desired, whereas Huber
(Grasshoppers) made a great début in goal. The
teams were :

Of Huber we have already written ; the backs
were good, Minelli in particular. Of the Halves
it is said that Hufschmid took the eye in a posi-
tive, Binder in a negative sense and Gilardoni,
as perhaps befitted the man of the centre, was
just < middling.””  The forwards were disap-
pointing, Xam and Hochstrasser the best, Kiel-
holz not up to expectations, Miller a long way
below club-form and Rochat a very promising
youngster, but perhaps not quite mature’ enough
vet. Chief fault, our team was less of a unit than
eleven individuals, the five forwards having five
different conceptions of tacties. i

The German Eleven was a good, workman-
like team with a safe defence and agressive for-
wards. Not a wonder-team by any means, but
too good for us on the day.

The first goal fell in the 73rd minute after
a corner kick and subsequent mixup in the goal-
mouth, through Hohmann. Ten minutes later
number 2 was in the net, as already related.

Dr. Bauwens, the well-known International
Referee was shocked to see our Eleven so far
below their form as shown in that first half against
England in Bern. The German team he considered
anything but of international standard!
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Accepting that impartial opinion, our defeat
becomes all the more regrettable. Last season
there was a distinet and welcome curve upwards
in our international performances, ending with
the great England match in Bern, when we put up
a remarkably good show in the first half. Since
then we have lost in Budapest, drawn in Belgrade
and in Bern against Roumania, and now lost once
more to Germany. We are definitely sliding down
again and what hopes can there be of our turning
the corner a fortnight hence against Ttaly? And
that- will be our fifth International in 11 weeks.
Mad, just mad!

La révolte abattue, restaient les comptes a
régler. Mais ceux qui venaient de mettre en
danger l’existence de la Suisse ne manifestaient
ni honte, ni remords.

Au lendemain des événements de novembre,
le Vorwaerts, de Bale, écrivait: ¢ La greve
générale est terminée ; nous nous armons pour la
suivante.” Kt le comité d’Olten précisait : ¢ La
gréve générale devient une arme qu'il taut perfec-
tionner et rendre plus redoutable.” La Tagwacht,
de Berne, exposait sa tactique parlementaire : ¢ Il
faut utiliser la tribune parlementaire pour la lutte
la plus acharnée et la plus implacable.”” La
Sentinelle se réjounissait a Iidée que *“ la danse
allait recommencer.” En plein Conseil national,
Platten faisait une ardente profession de foi
bolchéviste. Tout le comité d’Olten restait fidele
A son idéal : la lutte des classes.

Pendant que de longs trains militaires trans-
portaient a travers le pays des centaines de soldats
malades ou mourants, le peuple demandait avec
insistance la recherche et le punition des coupa-
bles.

Le meillenr moyen de se défendre est d’atta-
quer, affirment les stratéges; c¢’est pourquoi les
avocats de la défense et, ensuite, les accusés eux-
mémes, dans leurs journaux, firent le procés de
la société bourgeoise et des institutions républi-
-aines, les rendant responsables de tous les maux
de humanité. Parmi les avocats de la révolu-
tion, on remarquait le Dr. Welti, communiste
balois, qui eut I'honneur d’étre le fondé de pou-
voirs de la mission soviétique en Suisse, chargé
de payer les frais de la propagande que dirigeait
Platten, et Farbstein, israélite berlinois.
