Holland : Van der Meulen ; Weber, Van Run;

Pellikaan, Anderiesen, Van Heel ; Nagels, Adam,
Lagendaal, Bonsema, v. Nellen.

Lack of space forbids a more extensive report ;
v. Kiinel scored in the first half and Jaeggi IV in
the second. But it has to be admitted that for
once in a way all the luck was with our Reds.
Séchehaye was ten times as busy as his Dutch
counterpart, possibly also ten times as good! He
played the game of his life.

The report I have read, is chiefly memorable for
the fact that not once was there a word about
“ rabenschwarzes Pech.” They usually are very
fond of that expression. Once Xam hit the bar :

MADAME DENIS THOMAS. ¥

We deeply regret to inform our
readers of the death of Madame Denis
Thomas, wite of the Mayor of Torquay, as
the result of a fearful accident which over-
took the car of Councillor-W. C. Coysh,
during its descent of the road leading to
Oddicombe Beach.

Madame Thomas, who was a sub-
scriber to our paper, was born in Swit-
zerland, and was the daughter of M. Jean
Bobillier. Mlle. Bobillier received her
early education in the Val de Travers, and
on passing the Baccalaureat examination,
she proceeded to the {‘niversity of Neu-
chatel, where she graduated as a Licenciée
(Bachelor of Arts) and also qualified tor
the Certificat d’Attitude Iedagogique
(Diploma in Education), She did not
immediately take up teaching, but went to
Dresden to study art for a year, being
very fond of all kinds of artistic work, in
several branches of which, especially in
e-making, she was exceptionally pro-
ficient, Her academic qualifications had
never been allowed to lapse into disuse,
nevertheless,  For many years Madame
Thomas has been an examiner in French
to the London Chamber of Commerce.
Mlle. Bobillier came to Torquay about a
quarter of a century ago to learn English,
and carried on business at the Swiss Café
for a number of years. Some years later
she married Alderman Denis Thomas, as
he then was, and when it was known some
months ago, that he and his wife were to
fultil the positions of the civie heads of the
town they received sheaves of telegrams,
letters and notes of congratulation. At
** Jolie Brise » their home on Babbacombe
Downs, an atmosphere of general hospi-
tality always prevailed.

Madame Thomas was only Mayoress
for two short months, but in that brief
period she earned the respect, and admira-
tion of the whole town for the energy and
thoroughness with which she threw herself
into the onerous duties of her responsible
position, and for the graciousness and
kindliness which she showed to all with
whom she came into contact. No task
was too arduous, or too trivial, all that
she did was done to the utmost of her
ability. Last Xmas Day, a day when most
people give themselves up to their own
amusement, the Mayoress visited the hos-
pital wards, with a gift for each patient
and each nurse, and every gift was care-
fully chosen and packed and labelled by
herself.

A Dbrave woman, a high-minded and

intelligent woman, and a benefactress
wherever Dbenefit was most needed.
Torquay mourns the loss of a great

Mayoress, and Switzerland one of her

distinguished daughters.
