FEDERAL.

UNEMPLOYMENT IN SWITZERLAND.
According to the latest figures published, the
number of unemplove(l reaches 101,111 wh
the highest ever reached. According to statistics
the numhel of unemployed 12 months ago was
91,580.

SWISS INDUSTRIES FAIR.
The central fair of Swiss trade and industry,
the Swiss Industries Fair in Basle, will be held
from March 25th to April 4th. The usual twenty

groups will be supplemented by special fairs, and

for the third time a special watchmaking and a
building fair will be held. Innovations are a

section for office requisites and one for sporting
articles.

Among the twenty regular groups are those
of the electrical industry, machines and tools,
transport media, fine mechanics, instruments and
apparatus, textiles, clothing and outfitting.

RE-UNION OF TWO CANTONS.

The initiative to unite the two cantons, Basle
and Basle County, has secured over 20,000 signa-
tures, of which nearly 13,000 have been provided
from the canton of Basle.

ZURICH.
Doctor Gottfried TLeuch, for many years

“ Stadtarzt,” has died at the age of 70. Dr.
Leuch attained the rank of a colonel in the Army.

LUCERNE.

M. Anton Erni, head of the cantonal govern-
ment has celebrated his 75th birthday annivers-
ary. M. Erni started his carreer as a school-
teacher, and for many years he was one of the
leaders in his profession. In 1908 he entered
parliament and 8 years later, he was made a mem-
ber of the cantonal government, over which he
presided three times. He is a member of the con-
servative party over which he has presided now for
some years.

BASLE.

Sixty pigs which were taken to the slaughter-
house in Basle were seen in various stages of
intoxication. The pigs were being taken to their
doom in a motor lorry when the vehicle skidded
and crashed into a great vat standing by the road-
side containing about 4,000 gallons of new wine.

Some of the animals were thron into the vat,
where they made the best of their opportunity for
a free drink, while the others wallowed in a mini-
ature lake of wine in the road. The cost of this
Bacchanalian episode was £250.

BASLE-COUNTY.

An aeroplane piloted by M. Mauer from
Zurich, came in contact with some high tension
wires on landing at Gitterli near Liestal. The
machine was cut in two, but fortunately the pilot
escaped injury.

FRIBOURG.

The deficit for 1932, of the cantonal exchequer

amounts to 690,605 frs.

The great match in Zurich drew, in spite of
heavy rain, over 10,000 spectators. Grasshoppers
took the field without Trello and Weiler I and
within 21 minutes led by 3 goals to nil through
Xam, Hitrec and Sekulic. In the 30th minute
Handley headed Schott’s centre past Pasche and
this success brought out the best in the Young
Boys. Within ten minutes O’Neill shot into the
net, only to find the goal disallowed for offside,
much to the disgust of the Bernese, and also the
majority of the spectators. Right to Half time
an( in on resuming Young Boys had much the
better of the argument and yet, chance after
chance was missed. After all, goals alone count,
and so Grasshoppers won a hard yet fair game.
A curious point must be mentioned. Grasshop-
pers fell fifteen times in Young Boys’ offside trap !
It is almost unbelievable under the present rules.

In Basel a mere 4,000 spectators turned up,
said to be due to excessive charges for admission.

Soldat F. ** ... Nous avons été véritablement
surpris par une bande de voyous que j’estime orga-
nisée et qui s’est littéralement jetée sur nous... ”’

Soldat B. ‘. ‘explique que c’est simul-
tanément qu’on m’a jeté le poivre, pris ma baion-
nette, et jeté par terre, ce qui me tait bien penser
que tout cela était organisé.”’

Civil V. ** ... j’ai constaté que tous ces mani-
festants, qui avaient l'air fous, étaient trés bien
organisés et agissaient de concert.”

Civil D. ** .0 ¢’est & Pentrée de la rue de
Carouge que les soldats ont-subi une véritable
attaque. J'ai délivré successivement trois soldats
qui avaient été attaqués exactement dans les
mémes  circonstances, c¢’est-d-dire qu’ils avaient
6té abordés simultanément par 3 individus dont
2 cherchaient & se saisir de leurs bras et le
troisieme de leurs armes, le tout avee une brutalité
de sauvages. (était un spectacle écceurant. 2
soldats en particulier, 1 caporal et 1 homme, sont
littéralement tombés dans mes bras, complétement
hébétés a la suite des coups dont on les avait
roués.”

Civil L. ... j’ai assisté de prés a Parrivée
de la troupe et puis affirmer que si les soldats
n’avaient pas reculé ils auraient été tués sur place.
J%al vu les soldats entourés de voyous, battus,
désarmés, j’ai vu-en particulier un soldat qui a
regu devant moi dans les yeux un jet de poivre,
son casque arraché, ainsi que son arme, que les
manifestants brisérent ensuite au bord du trottoir.
Si ce soldat ne g’était pas enfui pour rejoindre
ses camarades, il aurait certainement été tué.”

Civil W, . Dans le Bd. du Pt. d’Arve la
foule s’est ruée sur les soldats, les isolant pour
mieux les désarmer ensuite. J’ai vu donner des
coups de poing et de pied. J’ai vu une recrue par
terre a laquelle on donnait encore des coups de
pied. J’ai vu des meneurs frapper les recrues a
coups de canne. J’ai vu casser des fusils, lancer
des casques en 1air et les jeter a terre.”

Civil P. ““ ... la foule encercla les soldats, les
désarma malgré leur résistance...”’

Civil M. *¢ ai vu les civils frapper avec
violence les aoldats j’ai vu 2 ou 3 de ceux-ci qui
étaient sérieusement blessés au visage. Un soldat
a ¢té entrainé en arriére, les manifestants ont
frappé aveec sauvagerie, ils étaient 30 contre 1...
Ce soldat n’avait plus ni casque, ni fusil, ni
ceinturon.”

Un grand nombre d’autres dépositions iden-
tiques ont été recueillies.

Les recrues n’ont pas subi ces attaques sans
se détendre. Elles ont frappé avec la crosse de
leur tusil certains de leurs agresseurs. En outre,
elles ont protégé comme elles ont pu, certains avec
un  beau courage, leurs officiers qui étaient
spécialement visés par les émeutiers.

Le commandant de Cp., blessé¢ et désarmé lui-
méme, constatant quil ne lui était pas possible
de 1empln‘ sa mission et craignant pour la vie de
ses hommes, décida de se replier sur la Place du
Palais des Expositions. Ne pouvant regrouper sa
compagnie dans cette foule hostile et extrémement
bruyante, il donna cet ordre individuellement &
ses hommes. (Vest done un groupe tout a fait dis-
loqué et en partie désarmé qui réussit 4 regagner
cette place, serré de prés par les manifestants qui
continuaient & hurler, & menacer et & chercher 3
désarmer les soldats. Sur la Place du Palais des
Expositions, le commandant de Cp. chercha un
endroit ou il pat regrouper ses hommes sans
risquer (’étre a nouve cerné par la foule. 11
choisit la facade du Palais des Expositions. Il
réussit a réunir

devant ce mur 1 lieutenant, 14
sous-officiers et 78 recrues. 1l rassembla tant bien

que mal sa troupe sur deux rangs, le second rang
étant formé principalement des hommes désarmés
et de ceux blessés, qui avaient pu suivre la Cp.
Jien que cette troupe fot reformée et qu’elle ait
eu jusqu’a ce moment-ly une attitude purement
défensive — les hommes ne faisant que se défendre
contre des agresseurs infiniment plus nombreux —
les manifestants continuérent leurs insultes, leurs
sifflets, leurs menaces et leurs voies de faits, cher-
chant a s’emparer des armes. Constatant que la
troupe ne cédait pas, les manifestants firent pleu-
voir sur elle une gréle de gravier, de cailloux et
méme de pavés pris dans les fouilles voisines.
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
