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FEDERAL.
RESIGNATION OF A FEDERAL JUDGE.

Federal Judge Dr. Hans Mûri has tendered
his resignation from the Federal Tribunal, of
which he lias been a member since 1912, and over
which he presided in 1931 and 1932. His career
on the Bencli started in 1891 when he was Presi-
dent of the local tribunal at Zofingen. For some
time he was a member of the cantonal government,
and from 1896 until to his election to the Supreme
Court, he represented the canton Aargau in
Parliament. (National Council). Dr. Miiri is 72

years old, and his resignation will he a great loss ;

he was a brilliant lawyer and a grand judge.

M. Schulthess, President of the Swiss Con-
federation has received the newly accredited
Hungarian Minister, M. Eugen Nelky. The last
appointment M. Nelky held was at Buenos-Aires.

LOCAL.
BERNE.

Burglars entered the premises of,the " Berner
Staatskasse " at the Erlacherhot' where they tried
to force open one of the safes. They were how-
ever interrupted, and decamped without having
succeeded in their endeavours. No arrest has yet
been effected.

A meeting of the students, teaching staff and

members of the cantonal government took place
at Burgdorf, in order to discuss the situation
which arose through the strike which was declared
by the students of the Technical school. After
a lengthy discussion and certain promises to
remedy the grievances of the students have been
made, the strike was called off.

BASLE.

M. Albert Werzinger-Mähly, President of the
Board of the A.G. Danzas, Forwarding Agents,
has celebrated his 50th service jubilee. M.
Werzinger entered the firm 50 years ago as an
apprentice; when he started in 1883 the staff,
including the 4 branch offices, numbered 63 em-
ployees, to-day the staff at the head office and the
branch office numbers nearly 1,000 employees. A
few years before the world war started, M.
Werzinger was appointed Chairman of the Board,
which post he has held up to now with great
distinction.

The death is reported from Basle of Pastor
Otto Zellweger at the age of 75 ; he was born in
Paris, the son of a banker, and the family later
on settled down at Basle. Otto Zellweger was
for some years Pastor at Appenzell A. Rh., and
in 1894 he accepted the position of editor of the
"Allgemeine Schweizer Zeitung;" in 1902 this
paper came to an end, and some of the leading
liberal-conservatives took over the " Basier
Nachrichten " and Otto Zellweger was appointed
editor in chief from which post he retired in 1925.
For a number of years he sat in the Grand
Council, he was also a member of the Board of
the Schweiz. Depeschen Agentur" and Publisher
of the " Appenzeller Sonntagsblatt."

The " Basler Vorwärts " the organ of the
Socialist Party at Basle has been prohibited in
Germany until September 6th.

The hoisting of a Nazi flag at the " Badischen
Bahnhof " at Basle, lead to a noisy demonstra-
tion. The police repeatedly charged, the demon-
strators and 20 communists were taken into
custody, they were later on released, hut the
leaders are likely to appear before the authorities.

BASLE-COUNTY.
M. Albert Handschin-Freivogel, Founder and

for many years head of the reputed firm Hand-
schin & Ronus, lias died at the age of 83 at LiestaL
He was born on the 15th of December, 1849, in
Gelterkinden, and after having received his
schooling, entered a small firm of Produce Mer-
chants as an apprentice. A short stay in the
French part of Switzerland followed. The next
few years he was in turn a postal employee, bank
cashier and head of the " Ersparniskasse Gelter-
kinden " a post which lie held for 10 years. In
1897 he founded together with M. Carl Ronus
from Basle, the firm Handschin & Ronus. In
1915 he retired, after having been at the head of
this establishment for 20 years, but when 5 years
later the business was turned into a limited Co.,
he was elected Chairman of the Board. M. Hand-
schin held numerous appointments both in the
Administration of the community of Gelterkinden,
as well as in other industrial concerns, and his
advice was often sought and never refused.

GENEVA.
The " Banque (le Genève " action will, if no

further delay occurs, be heard next July; pro-
ceedings and investigations were commenced
nearly. 2 years ago, and the public has on various
occasions demanded a speeding up. The Public.
Prosecutor will be M. Cornu, and the case will
most likely appear before M. Morino.

THURGAU.

The executors of the late J. Schümperlin in
Neumühle-Anniswil have given the sum of 20,000f.
to help people who have suffered through the crisis.

VALAIS.

M. Alfred Gertschen, a well-known and popu-
lar Furniture Manufacturer, has died in Naters
at the age of 58. M. Gertschen started in a small
way, and worked up a large business. He took
a great interest in the affairs of his native town,
and for many years he sat in the Grand Council.

VAUD.

The Swiss Liberal Party held their Annual
Meeting at Lausanne under the Presidency of. M.
Schupbach, National Councillor. Amongst the
Participants were M. Schulthess, President of the
Swiss Confederation, Federal Councillors Pilet
and Meyer. M. Schulthess in his address said,
that the position in Switzerland was more serious
now than at any time during the war. Switzer-
land has, he mentioned, suffered heavy losses,
owing to tariff barriers, And more losses are still
to be expected. In these distressing times, every-
body expects help from the government which
however is not in a position to remedy all evils ;

we can, lie exclaimed, only try to conciliate and
to advise, but we are unable to direct the way or
to counter the economic ,laws. He concluded his
oration with an appeal to the Swiss people to
work hand in hand to corfquer the many obstacles
which are barring the way to prosperity.

TICINO.

In remembrance of M. Emilo Nessi, the
founder of the Banca Popolare di Lugano, who
recently died, the directors of this institution
have decided to allot an amount of 100,000f. for
charitable purposes. The family of the deceased
has already given an amount of 25,000f. for the
poor.

PARLONS DE TOUT.

Une question m'est posée par une femme, à
laquelle il me faut bien essayer de répondre, car
le nombre est immense des femmes qui estiment
que leur rôle de ménagère est sans grandeur. La
voici :

»esse, to «Je une 7ionnêteté, pour être considérée
par 7ui comme an arficZe de ménaqe?"

Il me semble qu'ici c'est à la femme elle-même
qu'il appartient de s'interroger d'abord, et peut-
être de faire ensuite son mea culpa. La plupart
des femmes, en effet, qui sont attentives à bien
tenir leur ménage oublient de demeurer désirables.
De même que les hommes inclinent à penser qu'en
gagnant le pain quotidien du ménage, ils font tout'
leur devoir, et que leur femme ne saurait leur de-
mander rien de plus, les ménagères diligentes
jugent qu'elles ont rempli le leur, intégralement,
en faisant en sorte que rien ne cloche dans leur
intérieur.
