It
would be a great pity if Hollywood became aware
of the fact, but Raimu is a magnificent actor —
fine voice — experienced mobile face — he really
should not be lured to California and tempted
to speak English dialogue — instead of the
French language which he uses with such
excellent effect.

— it drags a trifle at the end — but no matter —
