No. 3 : " To-day, in Highbury, we thoroughly
destroyed the legend of England's superiority
over the Continent." No. 4 : " What did we see?
First the wonderful start of the Englishmen, the
unbelievable speed of their attacks at that critical
moment, when our team as a unit was broken on
account of Monti's loss ; then the triumph, I say
triumph of the technic and tactics of our foot-
bailers and the absolute superiority of style,
teamwork and courage of our athletes over the
Britons." No. 5 : " There is no more any differ-
ence of class between England and the Conti-
nent." No. 6 : " They all shout it, the Italians
fought the dominating force in international foot-
ball with ten men against eleven. Own ground,
public, date, environments, climate, all these
advantages were not enough, we had also to lose
Monti. — The ten athletes fought like a troup
of gladiators : ten warriors and one heart."
