Heinrich Hiberlin was born on the 6th of Sep
tember, 1868, in Weinfelden (Thurgau); after
leaving school he studied law at the Universities
of Zurich, Leipzig and Berlin. He then returned
home and practised as an advocate, first at Wein-
felden and then at Frauenfeld; at an early age
he was appointed President of the District Tri-
bunal at Frauenfeld. At the age of 36 he entered
Parliament (National Couneil), over which he pre-
sided in 1918). A year later his fellow citizens
elected him a member of the Grand Council.,

Ile entered the Government on the 12th of
February, 1920, in succession to Dr. Calonder,
and was fwice President of the Swiss Confedera-
tion, namely in 1926 and 1931. His military career
was equally brilliant; he reached the rank of a
Colonel (Infantry).

The Presidents of France
have for a long time made it a practice to send a
precious Sévies vase as @ gitt for this big national
nanifestation, On the occasion of the Federal
Festival in 1910, Berne acting as hostess at that
time, the former German l<mpe101 sent a cup
which was valued at 10,000 Swiss francs. The
fortunate winner was a citizen of Wallenstadt in
Eastern Switzerland, from whom the Federal
Council subsequently acquired it for the Museum
of the Swiss Shooting Association. When the fes-
tival took place in Aarau in 1924, Fritz Ebert,
first President of the German Lepublu homed
among the donors with an artistic statue in bronze
of an archer. It is related that when the festival

vas held at Bellinzona, in Southern Switzerland,
one of the guests of honour belonging to the Dip-
lomatic Corps in Berne, noticed tlmt his govern-
ment was not represented among the gifts, and
only two days later the musl«rht was (mu'(rul
in a most lavish manner.
