There arve at present 25 members
of the association, and this little band of pious
young Swiss exert a considerable influence for
good in the Colony.

Our young friends meet every week for the
study of the Word of God, for prayer, and to
encourage each other in good works. It is truly
a pleasure to see how glad they are to come, and
what profitable times they spend together. What
a beautiful thing if the nations of the world
would do on a large scale what we are doing here
on a modest one. In our association there is
free and easy intercourse, exchange of ideas,
broadening of sympathies, true brotherhood, al-
though we come from different “ cantons > and
are otherwise different in many respects. No-
