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and always. Would that others were always as
patriotic as our Ticinesi, i.e., patriotic in the best
sense of the word

With regard to.Mr. Motta's and Mr. Stucki's
reported sayings re sanctions, it must be reinem-
bered that the discussion was not as to whether
to apply such sanctions, but as to HOW to apply
them and from a cutting of the N.Z.Z. in my
possession it would appear that Mr. Stucki's sug-
gestions re " exchange of goods of similar value "
have been largely adopted by the Committee in
his draft proposal.

We must also bear in mind that our Swiss
people look at the present conflict with slightly
different eyes than we, in England, naturally do.
They have long memories at home and they
naturally still wonder whether this mighty get-up
of the League Machinery is really due to a sud-
den awakening of the pure and blameless ambi-
tion to make the League the paramount LAW
among Nations, or whether, perhaps, some deeper
motives, perhaps not quite so altruistic, are be-
hind some of the moves made by the leading
Powers. Our people at home may be wrong or
right in having these " arrière-pensées " but, we
who live in England and fancy we know the Eng-
lish, must make reserves for them who know Eng
land only by what Englafind has done to help Swit-
zerland and other small Nations recently.

The whole matter seems to me to be " sub
judice " and we can well afford to reserve judg-
ment yet awhile. On the other hand I rejoice to
see the Swiss Observer championing the League

Torresani lias engaged an ex-officer Kinz
played by Carl Diehl to act as tutor to his two
boys.

Valerie lias a friend Mizzi who is as frivolous
as Valerie is serious.

Mizzi manages to involve Valerie in all sorts
of trouble, and Kinz who falls in love with
Valerie imagines that she is not worthy of his
love.

This, of course, leads to various complica-
tions but in the end, thanks to the intervention of
Torresani's wife all ends well.

This film is well worth a visit. The photo-
graphy is excellent and the acting is of that high
standard which we are accustomed to expect from
actors.
