On Wednesday last, the two Chambers held a
combined sitting in order to elect the members
of the Federal Council for the next four years.
M. Reichling, President of the National Council,
was in the Chair.

FEDERAL COUNCILLOR MOTTA,
Re-elected with 147 votes.

Ballot papers distributed 215, returned 215
of which 205 are valid. M. Motta received 147
votes. M. Perret (Socialist) 42 votes, M. Huber
(Socialist) 7 votes.

FEDERAL COUNCILLOR PILET.
Re-elected with 119 votes.

Ballot papers distributed 211, returned 211,
of which 185 are valid. M. Pilet received 119
votes. M. Perret (Socialist) 51, M. Huber
(Socialist) 4 votes.

FEDERAL COUNCILLOR MINGER.
Re-elected with 134 votes.

Ballot papers distributed 223, returned 223,
of which 202 are valid. M. Minger received 134
votes. Huber (Socialist) 47, 20 blank votes.

FEDERAL COUNCILLOR MEYER.
Re-elected with 148 votes.

Ballot papers distributed 220, returned 219,
of which 204 are valid. M. Meyer received 148
votes. Huber (Socialist) 40 votes.

FEDERAL COUNCILLOR BAUMANN.
Re-elected with 139 votes.

Ballot papers distributed 214, returned 211,
of which 194 are valid. M. Baumann received 139
votes. Huber (Socialist) 45 votes.

FEDERAL COUNCILLOR ETTER.
Re-elected with 124 votes.

Jallot papers distributed 216, returned 213,
of which 194 arve valid. M. Etter received 124
votes. Huber (Socialist) 53 votes.

FEDERAL COUNCILLOR OBRECHT.
Re-elected with 131 votes.

Ballot papers distributed 207, returned 204,
of which 189 are valid. M. Obrecht received 131
votes. Huber (Socialist) 47 votes.

ELECTION OF THE VICE-PRESIDENT OF THE SWISS
CONFEDERATION.

Dr. G. Motta, has been elected Vice-Presi-
dent of the Swiss Confederation tor 1936 with 138
votes. He was born in 1871 at Airolo (Ticino),
and studied law at the Universities of I'ribourg,
Munich and Heidelberg. In 1893, M. Motta en-
tered the Grand Council of the canton of Ticino.
From 1895-1911, M. Motta was the leader of the
Catholic-Conservative Party, and a member of
the National Couneil from 1899-1911. 1In 1911 he
entered the Federal Goverment in succession of
Federal Councillor Schobinger, he was President
of the Confederation in 1915, 1920, 1927 and 1932.
Since 1920 M. Motta has been at the Head of the
Ifederal Political Dept.

NEW PRESIDENT OF THE FEDERAL INSURANCE
COURT.

Dr. Ludwig Segesser has been elected Dresi-
dent of the Federal Insurance Court, he was born
in 1879 in Lucerne. Dr. Segesser studied law at
the Universities of Berne, Berlin, Munich, Leip-
zig, Vienna and Paris, after which he established
himself as an advocate in Lucerne. In 1912 he
became a lecturer of criminal law at the Univer-
sity of Berne, and eight years later he was ap-
pointed a judge of the Superior Court. Since
1919 he belonged to the Federal Insurance Court
over which he presided in 1923/29. —

The new Vice-President is M. IFernando
Pedrini, who was born in 1898 at Faido (Ticino);
he studied law at the Universities of Lausanne,
Berne and Berlin. In 1923 he established himself
as an advocate in Faido and six years later he
transferred his practice to Locarno. Since 1924
M. Pedrini has been a member of the Grand
Council of the canton of Ticino over which he
presided in 1931. He entered the Federal Insur-
ance Court in 1931,

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SWITZERLAND AND SANCTIONS.

The Swiss Federal Council has prohibited
the export to or the transit through Switzerland
to Italy of the following goods : — Iron ores; iron
waste and filings; iron alloys of all kinds scrap
iron and old iron; tin, in bars, pigs and sheets ;
tin ores; nickel in cubes, sponge and cast bars;
scrap and broken mnickel; aluminium and alloys
thereof in lumps, ingots, cast slabs, bars, and
broken wup;: chromium, manganese, titanium,
tungsten, vanadium, whether in the form of ores
or crude metal (pieces, bars or powder). Export
permits are required for shipments of these goods
to destinations other than Ttaly or Italian posses-
s1ons.

SWISS HOSPITAL BLESSED BY CARDINAL PACELLI.

Cardinal Pacelli recently blessed and opened
one of the most modern and up-to-date nursing
homes in Switzerland — the Notkerianum, St.
Gall. This splendidly equipped building provides
80 private wards and is under the care of Sisters

of the Holy Cross, Menzingen, the English
Motherhouse of whom is at Gerrards Cross,
Jucks.

His Eminence, who is the Cardinal Protector
of the Order, was assisted by His Lordship
Aloisius Scheiwiler, Bishop of St. Gall. Mass
was celebrated in the convent chapel before the
official blessing of the house.

LOCAL.
ZURICH.

Dr. Albert Meyer, President of the Swiss
Confederation, and M. Rudolf Reichling, Presi-
dent of the National Council, who both hail from
the canton of Zurich, were the principal speakers
at a Banquet, which was held in their honour at
the ¢ Zunfthaus zur Saffran ’ in Zurich.

M. Otto Hauser, a former President of the

St. Gall at the age of 88,
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Mme. Aloisia Grepper from Intschi, has cele-
brated on the 15th of December, her 102nd birth-
day anniversary.

Per pale dewter, sable, a fess wavy argent;
sinister, azure, three mullets argent.

The canton, taken from the Habsburgs by the
Swiss Confederates, was long ruled by the aristo-
cratic party but obtained a liberal constitution
in 1831. The suppression of eight monasteries in
1841 led to the war of the Sunderbund, and the
canton has since Dbeen democratic and anti-
clerical.

The arms of Aargau date from 1803, year of
the canton’s entry into the Swiss Confederation.
Impaled like the arms of the half-cantons, they
represent satisfactorily the constitutive elements
of the State of Aargau.  The first half of the
shield denotes the ancient Bernese and fertile
country of Lower Aargau with the River Aar; the
second half is composed of three provinces each
represented by a star or mullet. These are the
Freiamt or I'ree-bailiwicks formerly possessed by
the ancient cantons, the County of Baden, also
dependent on the old cantons, and the Frickthal,
subject of Austria till 1798. These three stars
are often seen placed vertically, the top and
bottom ones near the partition line of the shield
and the middle one near its sinister flank. Our
figure shows their correct position.

It is interesting to recall that Aarau, the
chief town of the canton, has the honour of
having been the first Capital of the Helvetic
Republic (12 April — 20th September 1798). In
Aarau was held the first Federal Shooting Match
(1824) and the first Federal Gymnastic Festival
and Competition (1832).

The results of 1935 shows, as on previous
years, a new progress which is mainly due to the
tact that Swissair is operating now a fleet of high
speed machines.
