The evenings were generally spent at the
garden restaurant the Drossel — right on the lake
with live " Drossel " complete.

Sir,

In your very interesting account in yester-
day's " Nfcciss Oöserrer about "Swissair"
Machines over London, I read with great appre-
hension that " Smoking is permitted " in these
new air-liners. —

Surely, Smoking should be prohibited in such
close proximity to Petrol which, as everybody
knows, is a high inflammable fuel, fumes might
be drawn into the cabin and coming into contact
with a lighted cigarette, there is every possibility
of an explosion with terrible consequences to the
passengers. —

Unless the cabins are fitted throughout with
non-inflammable materials, the danger of fire will
ever be present, therefore the rule " No smoking
allowed " should be strictly enforced.

Imperial Airways do not allow smoking in
their liners and there can be no real hardship in
refraining from smoking for the very few hours
it takes to fly to Switzerland. Consideration for
the safety of his fellow-passengers should be the
paramount duty of every air-traveller. —
