In the course of time, or of several hundred
feet of film, Tardier falls in love with Héléne and

invites her to accompany him into the country.’

The unfortunate Dédé is visited by the maid,
and thrown on his own resources confides his sor-
rows to Blanche who sympathises with him and
endeavours to comfort him.

Tardier, who is now desperately in love with
Hélene is afraid to tell her that he possesses a
son, for Héléne is of a jealous disposition and
Tardier being a true film man and therefore a
bit of a coward, allows himself to be subjugated
by Héléne.

Overcome by the thought that he is abandoned
by his father, Dédé, one night, proceeds to the
girl’s dormitory to confide his troubles to his
little triend.

Naturally he is discovered by the lady super-
intendent who has a love affair of her own with
the usher who supervises the boys. She is return-
ing from what would be called in an American
film, a petting party, and finds the unfortunate
Dédeé.

This is perhaps the most dramatic part of
the film and is really well done.
Tardier is about to propose to Héléne when the
telephone bell rings and he hears that the Police
have found his Son’s clothing near the river.

Struck with remorse and horror at the
thought of having lost ¢ Son autre Amour,” he
wwnlh the whole story to Héléne, who, like the
good little girl she lt‘d“) is, says nothing.

At this moment the concierge announces that
Dédé is downstairs. Papa, who imagines that the
Police have brought Dédé’s sodden body is struck

with further remorse, when Dédé makes his
appearance and explains that he had merely

thrown the Headmasters letter into the river.
The film ends with a happy reunion of all,
for Blanche’s guardian arrives to tell Tardier that
he has questioned Blanche and has discovered
that the two children are innocent. Blanche and

Dédé fall into each others arms and the obvious
ending takes place.
