SOPHIE WYSS.

New Dalcroze Songs at Wigmore Hall.

Sophie Wyss has long been the Ambassadress
of Swiss song in England. She has introduced
the work of most Swiss composers to English
audiences and English Radio listeners. She began
the work seven years ago with Schoeck and
Gustave Doret : she brought the work np to date
:.'lst],\'mr with tuneful Binet and important Burk-
hardt.

She returns once more to the attack on Tues-
day, December 15th, at the Wigmore Hall.
Jacque-Daleroze has written some charming duets
for her to sing with her sister Colette Wyss,
formerly prima donna at the Zurich opera house,

and now the tavourite of all Swiss concert-goers
from Geneva to Zurich. It will be her first
appearance in London.

Our own Sophie will also sing songs by Pierre
Maurice, of Vevey, and a newcomer to us all
named Schulé. She will give in the course of the
evening FFauré’s famous cycle, La Bonne Chanson
in its entirety for the first time in England.

“ Five shillings,”’ says Sophie Wyss, ¢“is
enough to pay to hear me sing — or anyone else
for that matter.” That is why she is not giving
the concert at an agent’s usual prices, 12/6 down-
wards. To bring prices down she has joined a
co-operative effort, whereby a few artists have
banded together to give a series of concerts at
12/- for the series of four, or five shillings for her
concert alone.

WIE ES EINST WAR
(Aus den Erinnerungen eines
Flugplatzmeteorologen. )

Wenn unsere heutigen Expressflugzeuge bei
gutem wie bei schlechtem Wetter, im Sommer
wie im Winter ihre Passagiere iiber Gebirge und
Flachland, iiber Land und Meer mit der drei- bis
vierfachen Geschwindigkeit eines Schnellzuges
sicher und piinktlich ans Ziel bringen, dann ist es
reizvoll, sich einer Zeit zu erinnern, die erst
wenige Jahre zuriickliegt und in der ganz andere
Verhiiltnisse im Flugwesen herrschten. Damals

war das Wetter der entscheidende Faktor im
Luftverkehr, der noch weitgehend nur eine

Schonwetterfliegerei war. Wer vor acht bis zehn
Jahren als ‘ Wetterfrosch ** (Meteorologe) aut
einem Flughafen titig war, weiss ein Lied davon
zu singen.

Die ersten richtigen Flugwetterwarten
entstanden etwa in den Jahren 1921 und 1922. So
lange hatte es gedauert, bis sich bei den Direk-
tionen der Luftverkehrsgesellschaften und bei den
Piloten, die so gut wie aussehliesslich ehemalige
Kriegsflieger waren, die Erkenntnis durchgesetzt
hatte, dass es ein Unterschied ist, ob man einen
militirischen Auftrag unter allen Umstinden
auszufiihren oder aber Passagiere sicher an ihren

Bestimmungsort zu bringen hat.  Aber der
Ausbau des Flugwetterdienstes setzte z.B. in

Deutschland und in der Schweiz erst richtig mit
dem Jahre 1926 ein. Immerhin waren noch eine
Zeitlang die Verhiiltnisse oft recht primitiv. Als
z.B. die Flugwetterwarte Berlin bereits zu den
besteingerichteten Stationen FEuropas gehorte,
war die Flugwetterwarte eines anderen nord-
