ARMS OF TICINO.

JJJJ ?
Per pale gules ‘and azure.

The arms and the name of the canton date
from the Act of Mediation, in 1803, when the
bailiwicks of the Alps became united into one
single state. These were the Leventine, belong-
ing to Uri; Blenio, Riviera and Bellinzona,
governed by the three forest cantons, and
Locarno, Valle Maggia, Lugano and Mendrisio,
under the rule of the twelve ancient cantons.

During the five years that preceded its
autonomy, Ticino was divided in two cantons,
Lugano and Bellinzona, both forming an integral
part of the Helvetic Republic. The parted
escutcheon construes admirably the division of
the canton during that period.

The cause that brought the adoption of the
present design is not exactly known. The arms
of Ticino are not related to any of the ancient
bailiwicks, nor to the Visconti of Milan who ex-
perienced supreme sway over the territory before
the Swiss occupation.

From 1803 until 1878, before Bellinzona be-
came the chief town of the canton, the govern-
ment met alternatively at Locarno, Lugano and
Bellinzona. The fact that blue is the chief tinc-
ture of the arms of Locarno and red that of
Lugano and Bellinzona may well account for the
red and blue of Ticino.
