RESIGNATION OF FEDERAL JUDGE
DR. KARL JAEGER.

Dr. Karl Jiger, FFederal Judge, has informed
the President of the National Council, that he
wishes to retire from his pest at the end of this
year for reasons of health.

Federal Judge Dr. Jéager was born in St.
Gall on Januan «d, 1869,  After having studied
law at the Universities of Berne and Munich, he
received in 1891, an appointment as Secretary of
the Department of Justice, in St. Gall. Five
years later, he entered the cantonal tribunal. At
the early age of 31, he was elected, in 1900, a
member of the Supreme Court, over which he pre-
sided in 1907 and 1908. During the long tenure
of his high judicial office, Dr. Jiger has distin-
cuished himself as one of the most able judges
of the Federal Court of Justice.

APPOINTMENTS OF MILITARY ATTACHES.

The Federal Council has decided to appoint
military attachés to the Swiss Legations in Berlin,
Paris and Rome.  Military attachés will later be
appointed to London and Vienna.

Colonel Charles de Wattenwyl, from Berne,
born in 1834, at present ** Kreis-Instruktor ™ of
the 3wd division sinee 1934, has been appointed
to the Swi Legation in Berlin. Colonel de
Wattenwyl s heen principally connected with
the 2nd and 3ed division. IPor a considerable
time he was a member of the General Staff and
he was repeatedly sent on military missions to
France, England and Germany.

Major Richard de Blonay, born in 1898, and
a member of the General staff will go to the Lega-
tion in Paris. Major de Blonay is a cavalry
officer and at present on the staft of the 1st divi-
sion.

Colonel Hans von Werdt in Bellinzona, horn
in 1884, at present instructor of the 5th division,
will join the Swiss Legation in Rome. Colonel
von Werdt was, until recently, commander of the
mountain infantry regiment 29.

NEW GENEVA LOAN.

The City of Geneva is raising a Three and
a-Ilalf per Cent. loan of Fi+.20,000,000 (about
£925,000), of which Frs.5,000,000 has been placed
m.  The bouds, of <500 and TM.1,000, are
issued at 97.40 per cent., plus 0.60 per cent. tax.
The loan will he repaid within 30 years by annual
annuities starting from the sixth yvear.

As from 1953, the city will have the right to
repay the whole amount outstanding.  Proceeds
are to be utilised for building a new eclectrieal
works on the Rhone in the Canton of Geneva.
CHANGES IN THE SWISS DIPLOMATIC SERVICE.

The Federal Counecil has announced the fol-

Minister de Stoutz, at Warsaw, has been
appointed  Minister in DBrussels,  Minister H.
Martin, in Angora and Cairo, is transferrved to
Warsaw.  Minister Traversini is  going  from
Buenos Aires to Rio de Janeiro.

SWITZERLAND AND LEAGUE OF NATIONS.

M. Motta, President of the Swiss Confedera
tion. has declarved, that the rumonrs that Swit-
zevland intends to leave the League of Nations,
are unfounded.

NEW ELECTRIFICATIONS.

The Swiss Federal Railways are to spewd
416,700 frs. next year on the electrification of the
branch line from Le Day to Le Pont, close to the
French frontier station of Vallorbe. The private
line from Le Pont to Le Brassus will also be elec-
trified.

Problémes économiques.
