AFRICAN SAND IN SWITZERLAND.

A violent sonth-westerly gale blew over
Central and Western Switzerland, and much
damage was done to the orchards on the banks

of the Lake of Lucerne, many trees being up-
rooted.
At Muttenz, in Canton Basle, there was a

fall of yellow sand, and at one time the air was
so full of it that the countryside seemed to be
wrapped in a thick mist. It appears that the
sand came from Africa, and according to
meteorologists it passed over the Alps at a height
of 12,000ft. During the night a similar pheno-
menon was recorded in the Engadine, where there
was a heavy fall of red sand, also from Africa.
