LEU AND CO.’ BANK REORGANISED.
The Swiss Federal Supreme Court has ap-
proved the reorganisation plan of Leu & Co.’s Bank,
of Zurich, Switzerland’s oldest banking institution
and one of the “Big Seven.”

The bank was granted a three months’ mora-
torium on 2nd January, 1936, and, having been un-
able to reorganise within that period, a further
moratorium was granted.

The main provision in the reorganisation plan
is  the reduction of the share capital  of
Frs.40,000,000 (£1,905,000 at current rates) to
Frs.30,000,000 (£1,430,000) by cancelling shares of
a nominal value of Frs.10,000,000 which were
bought up by the bank before the moratorium was
granted.

The remaining shares will be reduced from
Frs.500 to Frs.100, thereby reducing the capital to
Frs.6,000,000 (£285,700). The resulting shares will
be converted into Founders’ shares and additional
Founders’ shares for Frs.1,000,000 will be issued
shortly, all of which will be subscribed by the direc-
tors.

The share capital will thus amount to
Frs.7,000,000 (£333,300), plus Preference share
capital of about Frs.18,500,000 (£880,950).

Each creditor whose claims exceed Frs.1,000
will receive Preference shares in respect of 15 per
cent. of his claims. Sixty-five per cent. of credi-
tors” claims will not be affected by the reorgani-
sation.

In respect of the balance of 20 per cent. credi-
tors will have the right to participate in the net
profits of the bank and the proceeds of frozen assets
abroad.

It was originally intended to form a special
company to take over these frozen assets (prin-
cipally in Germany), which exceeded Frs.70,000,000
(£3,333,000). The intention was to free the bank
from such assets and leave it to the new company
to deal with their liquidation. In the final reorgan-
isation plan the formation of such a company was
dropped. -

During the Supreme Court’s proceedings,
which lasted over 13 hours, it was vevealed that the
bank had lost as much as Frs.10,000,000 (£476,100)
from investments with the Société Suisse de Place-
ments (Swiss Investment Company).

Regarding the circumstances which had
brought the bank into difficulties, the Court found
that the directors could not be held responsible. The
directors had been criticised to a large extent for
having bought up the company’s shares, thus reduc-
ing the bank’s cash resources.

Although such a procedure was against the
laws of the Swiss Commercial Code, the Court
found that the directors had to act in this manner
in order to maintain the market value of the shares.
A sharp fall might have brought about a run on the
bank which would have been harmful to creditors
as a whole.

It is announced that the shareholders will have
the right to appoint a new Board of Directors.
