The first match remained drawn
after extra time, 1:1; in the second game Basel
won by 1 goal to nil, both matches taking place
at Bern. And so French-Switzerland loses an-
other representative, Servette and Lausanne
alone gracing the upper circle. At the same time
Eastern-Switzerland also say good-bye to Nat.
League football, which will now be reduced to 2
clubs in Zurich, 2 in Basel, 3 in Bern (including
Biel), and I each in Solothurn, Valid, Geneva,
Luzern and Ticino.

It appears that the
Austrians did not expect much trouble and when
they looked like losing they applied those cunning
methods of ankle tapping and so on at which
some of them are said to be experts. But the
Youngsters from Zurich paid it all back with
interest, perhaps not in quite such artistic man-
ner, but, I dare say, just as effectively. The
referee was far too lenient and the game must
have been a disgrace. Now for tire replay in
Zurich.

GRAND PRIX OF SWITZERLAND:
START 21st/22nd AUGUST, 1937.

The preliminary preparations for the orga-
nization of tlie Fourt/i Grand Pria- o/ N/cit:er-
/and /or J/o/orcans- on the Bremgarten Circular
Motor Track, in Berne, have been going on for
some months past. The regulations are being
printed and will soon be sent out. There are
important changes. First of all, the Grand Prfir
o/ N/r/prr/aed will no longer, as previously, con-
cern 500 km., but only 50 7ap,s-, o/ 364 im. Only
such racing cars are admitted as are constructed
according to the Grand Prix formula at present
valid. It is certain that this year again first-
class competitors may be expected.

The '• P/dtr de Berne " for raewiV/ c-ars- o/ the
1.5 7Ger c/a.s-.s- will be of special interest. These
cars are scarcely behind the Grand Prix types as
regards speed, and it was proved last year that
the racing was equal in excitement to the Grand
Prix races. In consideration of the very
numerous engagements of first-class international
drivers, this race will be carried out in two heats
of 14 laps each equal to 101,920 km., and a final
over 21 laps 152,880 km. The public will,
therefore, have the opportunity of witnessing no
fewer than 4 starts on August 22nd.
