FAUSTINO NOTARI f.

Barely a month has gone by since the greatly
lamented ~death of Ernesto Biucchi, and the
¢« Unione Ticinese and with it the whole
Ticinese Colony — are once again in mourning.
One of its faithful members for close on half a
century, Faustino Notari, passed away on the
morning of June 27th. A new breach has thereby
“been made in the ranks of those veterans to whom
the Society owes its foundation and early develop-
ment.

With Faustino Notari the “Unione Ticinese”

loses a wise and far-sighted counsellor, who had
at all times shown a great interest in its affairs.

It was while holiday-making in his beloved
“Valle del Sole”” a few years ago that fate struck
him a cruel blow from which, alas, he was not to
recover. Neither science nor the devoted cares
of his family prevailed against the malady which
he, however, endured with peerless courage.

For many years until up to the time of his
illness he had been in charge of the kitchen at
¢ Pagani’s,” and indeed it may be said that his
art contributed in no mean way to the renown of
the House of Pagani. To his friends he was
affectionately known as ¢ chef.”
