FEDERAL.
FIRST OF AUGUST CELEBRATIONS IN
SWITZERLAND.
All over Switzerland the birthday of our

country was celebrated with great enthusiasm.

Monsieur Baumann, President of the Swiss
Confederation broadcasted a patriotic address in
German, Federal Councillor Pilet in French and
Federal Councillor Motta in Italian. In all the
big cities processions took place and in the eve-
ning the bells rang and bonfires were lit,

MINISTER CHARLES LARDY LEAVES STOCKHOLM.

The Swiss Minister in Stockholm, Monsieur
Charles Lardy has taken leave from the Swiss
Colony as he is going to retire from his post.

Minister Lardy started his diplomatic career
in London in 1898, he was then transferred to
Washington where he acted as Secretary of Lega-
tion.

From 1903-1917 he was attached to the Lega-
tion in Rome first as Secretary of Legation and
later on as Counsellor of Legation. At the
beginning of 1918 Monsieur Lardy was recalled
to Berne where he was entrusted with the post
of political Director at the Federal Political De-
partment, at the same time he was promoted to
Minister. Two years later, Minister Lardy went
to Tokio as Minister, and since 1920 he has been
Minister in Stockholm, he was also accredited
at the Courts of Oslo and Copenhagen.

Minister Dinichert, late Swiss Minister in
Berlin, will succeed Monsieur Lardy.

PROFESSOR O. NIPPOLD +.

Professor O. Nippold has died in Berne at
the age of 74, he was a former President of the
Superior Court in the Saar territory. Professor
Nippold who was born in Steckholz (Berne) en-
joyed a great reputation as an expert on inter-
national law.

STATE AID FOR EXPORTS.,

The new work creation programme for the
Swiss Government provides, it is reported, for
the allocation of a sum of 20,000,000 francs for
assisting the export trade in the form of sub-
sidies. Ome of the export branches which is to
receive special attention is that of textile goods.
At the time of the last depreciation. of the franc
the granting of export subsidies was abandoned.

OXFORD HONOURS PROFESSOR JUNG.
Professor Charles Gustave Jung, Professor
of Psychology at the Federal Polytechnic Uni-
versity of Zurich, was made an honorary Doctor
of Science in Convocation at Oxford on Satur-
day. He is presiding at the tenth International
Congress for Psychotherapy, which is meeting in
Oxford.
FINES FOR GATHERING EDELWEISS,

In order to protect the edelweiss, which is
gradually disappearing from the Swiss Alps, the
Government three years ago prohibited persons
from gathering it in several districts, and in
others severely limited the number of flowers
which could be plucked. In Canton Schwyz the
police have just fined a number of tourists who
were found to have their rucksacks and even their
pockets full of edelweiss.

EIGHT KILLED IN WESTERN ALPS.

During the past three days climbing acci-
dents have caused several deaths in the Western
Alps.

On the west side of the Aiguille Noire de
Pétéret (12,376ft.), on the southern side of Mont
Blane, three German climbers were caught by an
avalanche of stones and one of them was killed.

As it was impossible to bring the body down the
survivors dropped it on to the Fresnay Glacier,
600ft. below, where it was picked up on the fol-
lowing day. Falling stones were also responsible
for the death of M. Marius Mathonet, a guide, of
La Grave, who was climbing La Meije (13,030ft.),
in Imuphlm‘. with two touri Herr Buri, a

s, who was climbing the Sustenhorn
t.), in Canton Uri, ﬂlone. was also killed
by falling stones.

se Frau (12,010ft.), above Kan-
dersteg, Herr Sporri and his sister slipped on the
snow near the summit and fell 800ft. Friulein
Sporri was killed and her brother was so seri-
ously injured that he is not expected to recover.
While rock climbing on the Saléve (4,290ft.), near
Geneva, M. Pahud and Mlle. Matthey fell over
100ft. Mlle. Matthey was killed outright and her
companion seriously injured. Herr Max Benz,
of Zirich, fell 300ft. while climbing the Klein
Mythen (5,955ft.), above Schwyz, and was so
seriously injured that he died in hospital.

While four climbers from Winterthur were
trying to come down from the Piz Rosatsch

(10,243ft.), in the Engadine, directly to Celerina,
one of them, Herr W. Frolich, fell 600ft. and was
killed as a boulder to which he was clinging gave
way.

M. Charles Koepke, for the last 14 years
Director of the Aerodrome in Basle, has cele-
brated his 20th anniversary as a pilot.

Aviation circles, had at one time carried nearly
7,000 passengers in altogether 12,000 flights; he
was also known as an ‘‘ Akrobatikflieger.”

Swiss Aviation is greatly indebted to Direc-
tor Koepke who started his career as a pilot with
the late Oscar Bieder.
