jealousy, and depression, and often through one
illumined man, one masterful prophet. How
often has this been true in history If this is
true of one man, what can happen if a group of
people in every nation carry through the illumina-
tion and give a whole new level of thinking? Such
a group of people may have been raised up to give
the inspired answer at such a time as this and
prove the old truth that man's extremity is God's
oportunity.

" The world awaits an inspired answer from
supermen as well as the ordinary man. The world
lives to-day in the climate of suspicion, fear,
greed. There must be an adequate plan for the
world's ills, and if God has a plan He also has
God-prepared instruments. We have not yet
tapped the great creative sources in the mind of
God. God has a plan, and the combined moral
and spiritual forces of the nation can find that
plan. We can, we must, and we will generate a
moral and spiritual force that is powerful enough
to remake the world."

You won't need to know a single word of
Yiddish to enjoy the film " Uncle Moses " star-
ring the brilliant Jewish Actor Maurice Schwartz
in the story of Scholom Asch. The workroom
scenes in the big tailoring establishment in New
York where Uncle Moses is making his fortune
as well as the " old fashioned " Jewish wedding
with the dancing, top-hatted patriarchs are bril-
liant interpretations. The story is quite a simple
one of a middle aged widower who had been
going gay with an occasional girl when he fell
head over heels in love'with an attractive young
woman who was already booked, since her school
days, by a boy lover. Wealth wins and Uncle
Moses becomes a husband once more and also a
father. But the girl yearns for lier boy lover,
(who gets himself mixed up in a strike against
Uncle Moses), and ultimately goes off, a little
vaguely to Europe.

The acting of Maurice Schwartz is excellent
and he is ably suported by a cast that mixes
tragedy and comedy in a first-rate entertainment.
Just here and there an additional caption in
English might have helped ; but this is one of the
few films I've seen lately that I wouldn't mind
seeing again.

L'HOMME A ABATTRE. (The Marked Man)

When a statuette is pushed aside and papers
are taken from behind a secret panel and then
a figure runs past a heavily bound body in the
corridor, you can be certain you are in for thrills.
This film is, however, something more than a
collection of thrills.

•Jean Murat, "The Marked Man" is a French
spy of singular intrepidity and charm. How
he escapes, in spite of his off-hand way of rushing
into dangerous situations, must not be revealed.
You feel certain, however, that even when his
dead body is taken out to the waiting ambulance
that you have not seen the last of him. And so
it is.

Well, after all, you're not really allowed to
kill a handsome fellow, especially when there is a
charming girl waiting for him. The fact that you
fire four shots at him from a range of twelve
inches through the panel of a door is a trifling
matter. Spies, like cats, have many lives.

If a few feet are cut off this film it should
have a good run. Though Jean Murat, because he
plays lead, is likely to carry off the honours, the
rest of the cast are unusually brilliant.
