by no means as many as is popularly supposed
in other countries) earn their living by playing
the great national game of feeding and tmngport-
ing and housing and entertaining the armies of
foreign tourists who pour in every year to revel
in the country’s mountain and lake scenery.

The Swiss do not merely preach democracy ;
they practice it twenty-four hours every day.‘
They abhor everything savoring of class '1'ule, (.)f
inequality or subservience. Out of t]l.lel.l‘ basic
qualities of common sense and simplicity and
ruggedness and independence of character — an
enormous help to them in their stubborn uphold-
ing of democratic traditions — grow an abrupt-
ness, a dislike for conversational frills, an absence
of grace and elegance and tact which, t.O many a
foreigner in their midst, often seem like plain
rudeness.

In the middle of a talk with you, a Swiss will
suddenly poke his hand out, grasp yours, shake
it. bark ¢ Good-bye >’ and disappear around the
corner. He does not mean to be impolite, but,
having said what he had to say, he cannot see
why he should waste more time on you.

Jven Swiss hotel keepers, in whose bl}siuess
code politeness to foreign guests is f&rtwle I.,
often give their courtesy an artificial tinge, as if
it were something they knew to De necessary but
despised in their hearts. And one pf th.e most
prominent citizens in a certain Swiss city not
only avoids, in business letters, such ornamental
plu:zwenlop;y' as “My dear sir” and * your
esteemed favour veceived ’ and ‘¢ with best
wishes, I beg to remain’ but curtly requests
those to whom he writes to do likewise when they
answer him.

The firm belief of the Swiss that all men are
equal is plainly shown in the way they refuse to
make a fuss over their big officials. The Presi-
dent of the Swiss Confederation is merely one of
the members of its Federal Council, with very
little power and still less prestige of office, }vho,
like his colleagues, occupies the Presidency for a
year at a time.

An  American who was in Switzerland
recently asked half a dozen natives the name of
their President. Four of them frankly answered,
T don’t know.” The other.two, after a moment
of uneasy reflection, veplied: ¢ Dr. Motta.”
They were wrong. Motta had been President,
but he was no longer. The President at that
time was Dr. Baumann. But none of those fel-
low-citizens of his knew that he was — or cared!

The attitude of the Swiss toward their coun-
; army also proclaims their essential demo-
cvacy of soul. They take that army very seriously
indeed and their military experts have brought
it to a high pitch of efficiency. Every able-bodied
Swiss must serve in its ranks and afterward
belong to its reserve — and tales of adventures in
barracks and frontier forts and at manceuvres
¢rop up constantly in Swiss conversations. But
the people of Switzerland have no use for soldier-
ing in itself. To them it is merely a means to an
end — the best way of safegnarding their beloved
liberties. Viewed from any other angle, it seems
to them abhorrent. They are military without
being militaristic.
