Once again our Colony is indebted to the
joint enterprise of the ‘“*Swiss Orchestral Society””
and the London Group of the ‘ Nouvelle Société
Helvétique ** for the presentation of an import-
ant Swiss musical artist, the latter society has
been instrumental in arranging the artist’s visit
to London and helping in the organisation of the
concert, the tformer contributed not only a selec-
tion of their own orchestral programme but also
pluckily tackled a con to of Beethoven’s to-
gether with the guest artist! And the whole
enterprise turned out to be a great success, at
any rate as far as the enjoyment of the surpris-
ingly numerous audience is concerned. The large
Conway Hall could be described as fairly full and
there was no lack of applause for our courageous
orchestra as well as the soloist.

We rejoice in greeting Miss Marguerite de
Siebenthal, a Genevoise of Bernese extraction, as
a brilliant performer on the pianoforte as well as
the violin and as an artist of great promise.
From the programme we gather that this young
compatriote of ours’, whose age is barely 25, has
been honoured with the Double premier prix de
piano et de violon du Conservatoire Nationale de
Paris, with the Lauréate dn Concours inter-
national Chopin & Varsovie 1937 and the Prix de
violon du Lycée de Suisse 1938. The critics of
Pavis, Geneva, euchiitel, Berne and Ziirich
have all and sundry enthusiastically received
Miss e Siebenthal in the circle of those artists
who have given preof of exceptional qualities and
of whom much is expected.

In this account of a memorable evening for
our Colony it would be presumptuous on the part
of the ** Swiss Observer’s ”’ reporter to arrogate

to himself the duties of the professional critics
just mentioned. We would only say that, having
heard Miss de Siebenthal, we fully appreciate the
reasons for her success and wish to associate our-
selves with the rich tributes she has already
earned for herself. On the violin as well as the
piano she displayed a fully mature mastery of
technique and depth of feeling. If we say that
we enjoyed her piano performance perhaps even
better than the violin pieces it is probably only
due to our personal predelection for the former
instrument. But we did have a slight sense of
danger that the sweeter of the two instruments
might carry Miss de Siebenthal just a little
beyond the strict control of feelings required for
the accurate interpretation of classical com-
posers such as J. S. Bach. Anyway, the crisp
firm touch and the simple straight-forward
approach of her interpretation of Beethoven’s
Concerto Nr. 3 in C minor and Schubert’s
Impromptu in E flat gave us very especial
pleasure.  Ter other solos comprised Chopin’s
Nocturne in D flat for the piano, Bach’s Sonata
Nr. 1, first movement, for unaccompanied violin,
a Prelude and Allegro of TPugnani-Kreisler, an
Adagio of Tartini-Corti and Eccles’ Sonata in
G minor, all for the violin, ably accompanied by
Miss Julia Bratschi — de Siebenthal.

Of the orchestra’s performance we wonld
only say that this society of amateurs amazes us
year after year with its high level of attainment
on a very ambitious scale which this time was
coucentrated on  Beethoven’s Egmont and
Coriolan, apart from the Concerto Nr. 8 to Miss
de Siebenthal's accompaniment.

THE SHOW OF THE CENTURY.
Woman’s Fair, Olympia, November 2nd-26th.

Months of work have been put in by the
organisers, who have built upon the foundation
of the seven main interests of women. These have
been established as being — the home, children,
food, fashion, beauty, careers and leisure. Link-
ing these are entertaining and spectacular dis-
plays. There are more than 100 separate attrac-
tions for visitors to Woman’s Fair. It is a hun-
dred shows in one.

There is much to interest men also. TFirst-
class stage shows, the finest indoor gardens ever
constructed, beauty parades, broadcasting, the
home, a ** dream ” cottage — all of these form a
show that will satisfy any man.

Home planning is made es at Woman’s
Fair. The latest features in design and inven-
tion in furnishing and decoration are displayed.
There is everything for every section of the home.

Aids to beauty occupy a large space in the
Exhibition. Women will learn through demon-
strations how to care for their hair, conrplexions,
nails, feet, and even their ears.

Two of the most spectacular general features
of the Fair are the Palace of Colour and Light,
with its vast canopy of rayon which covers the
roof, and a huge statue of Venus.

The Venus is the tallest structure ever seen
in Olympia. The Statue, 21 feet in height, is
mounted on a 42 foot colonnade.

In this section, too, will be found the twelve
“ Queens of Loveliness,” selected from thousands
of entrants to represent British industries.
These girls symbolise the great part which woman
plays in industry to-day, both by her work and
her purchasing power.

Fashions for 1939 are featured at Woman’s
Fare, Olympia, in the largest exhibition theatre
ever built in this country. It seats 1,500 people.

Plans for co-ordinating all existing maternity
services to reduce the present high rate of
maternal morality are revealed to the public for
the first time at Woman's Tair, Olympia.

Britain’s most wonderful indoor gardens,
which have the warmth and colour of an old-
world Californian landscape, come to life in the
greyness of England’s November at Woman’s
TFair, Olympia. Nothing so wonderful as this
garden has ever been seen in London.

A profusion of exotic tropical plants and
twenty feet high palms with feathery plumy
heads forms a vivid setting for ten houses in the
Spanish style still popular in all parts of Cali-
fornia.  There are orange trees and pineapple
plants in full fruit.
