We repeat, and consider it our right, to see
that those foreigners who act in contradiction to
our laws will be dealt with properly and without
mercy; we owe this to our comrades who often
under trifling excuses are forced to leave the
countries where they have been residing for the
best part of their lives.

This paper makes it a duty to see that the
policy introduced lately by the cantonal and
federal authorities will not be relaxed, and we
hope to have every member of the Colony behind
us.
