Commencée
lundi aprés-midi; cette discussion préalable a 6té
close mardi déja, vers la fin «e la matinée, apres
que M. Pilet eut pris la parole au nom du Conseil
fédéral.

Le Conseil national mérite bonne note
pour cette modération. A vrai dire, du reste, il
eut été parfaitement inutile de répéter longue-

ment ce que chacun sait; qu'il ¥ a une crise des
transports, qu’une uhu].\ptntimx s'impose, que
I inissement financier est une condition de la
réorganisation, etec. (e n’est en effet pas sur ces
quostinn\ générales qu'il y a divergences de vues ;

Dans son exposé, M. Pilet-Golaz a rappelé la

Sans rien apporter de nouveau, le discours
de M. Pilet-Golaz, orateur agréable et précis, a
bien situé le probléme et a apportunément pré-
paré la discussion des articles.
