FILM NEWS.
THE CHALLENGE, the new Matterhorn

film is ready for exhibition and will be shown to
the public from May 9th at the Pavilion in Picca-
dilly Circus.

It is a wonderful film, which will achieve
general admiration and should be of special in-
terest to the Swiss.

Those who had the opportunity to see former
screen plays dealing with the same subject will
be favourably surprised from beginning to end.
It is eighty minutes of genuine entertainment
without one dull moment. Scenery and photo-
graphy are of the best; I don’t think, I have ever
seen anything to approach it in any alpine film.

The acting has to be described in superlatives
too. As far as it concerns Louis Trenker, the
star of many mountaineering plays, one knows
that in the part of Carrel he should be entirely in
his element. The newcomers in this type of film,
notably Robert Douglas as Whymper, Frank
Birch as Rev. Hudson, Geoffrey Wardwell as Lord
Francis Douglas and Moran Caplat as Hadow,
actors we never saw before in climbing scenes of
this kind, give a very remarkable performance.
¢ The ‘ climbing parson > Rev Hudson, who has
in reality at least Whymper’s equal, is remark-
ably characterised by Birch.

The romantic side of this film is also different
from the usual ‘* sloppy ’’ stuff so often seen in
pictures. It is treated in such a way as to im-
prove the general interest. Important details like
the order of Whymper’s party on the rope when
the accident oceurs ; how Hadow slips and pushes
Croz over; how the rope breaks between Lord
Francis Douglas and Taugwalder — are carried
out with great accuracy.  Other incidents like
Carrel’s finding of Whymper when the latter had
injured himself on one of his fivst attempts on, the
Matterhorn — where, in reality, Whymper had
to drag himself to Zermatt without help; or
giving to the bachelor guide Croz, from Chamonix,
a wife of Swiss nationality; the accusation of
Whymper for having cut and thrown away the
rope — a fact quite impossible as the guide Taug-
walder stood between Wymper and the broken
rope — and the friendship between Carrel and
Whymper are fictitious without being objection-
able. It may even be that just these little liber-
ties, which surprise those who know the facts,
give this climbing film a more general interest.

The climax of the film is — at least from an
alpinist’s point of view — when the climbers get
to the top of the Matterhorn and exclaim : ¢ We
are the first human beings who put their feet on
the top of this mountain since the beginning of
the world > — and, on Hudson’s suggestion, take
off their hats and thank God for guiding them
safely to the top. How little do they realise that
within an hour four of them would perish in a
terrible way, falling down to the Matterhorn
¢lacier four thousand feet below. — Never has an
Alpine drama been filmed in such a realistic and
terrific way!
