The Swiss Minister will introduce his dis-
tinguished compatriots and the Delegation will
be the guests of the Lord Mayor at a Luncheon
following the presentation.

In the evening the Swiss visitors will be
present at a dinner at the Legation to which the
Minister has invited a number of £ nglish pub]u
men. The Presidents of the Swiss Societies in
London will be asked to meet Dr. KIoti and his
Delegation in the course of a 1e(0pt10n following
the ‘dinner.

There will be no Ladies present at the din-
ner and reception at the Legation.

The Stadtprisident and his Delegation will
be leaving London on the 26th for Paris.

SWISS MERCANTILE SOCIETY.

The Fifth Extraordinary General Meeting of
the Swiss Mercantile Society (Limited by Guar-
antee) was held at Swiss House on Wednesday,
May 10th. Over forty members were present
when Mr. J. J. Boos, President. of the Society,

. who was in the Chair, opened the proceedings.

The Meeting was convened for the purpose of
electing a Trustee. The number of Trustees had
been reduced to two owing to the death of Mr.
Barbezat.

The Chairman mentioned that the Council
had been fortunate in obtaining the consent of
Mr. E. Steiner, Manager of Messrs. Volkart
Brothers, to be nominated a Trustee of the
Society. Mr. Steiner was no stranger to the
Society and had been a Contributing Member
since the foundation of the College in 19” He
had also been a member of the Advisory Board
of the Employment Department for a quwe num-
ber of years. Mr. Steiner was thereupon unani-
mously elected with acelamation.

The Extraordinary General Meeting was im-
mediately followed by the Ordinary Monthly
Meeting.

The Chairman, quoting from the Annual
Report of the S.K.V. for 1938, mentioned that
the ‘membership of:‘the association had risen by
2,003 to 37,817 and .with an increase ‘of T44 to
4,246 in the number of junior members *“ Jugend-
mitglieder,”” the total membership of the S.K.V.
for the first time passed the 40,000 mark, London
being the largest t‘m*eig'n Section with 244 mem-
bers.

Mr. Meier had been
elected Chairman of the Committee formed for
that purpose.

The Secretary gave details of the schemes for

Mr. W. Meier, Chairman of the Education
Committee, mentioned that 80 students had .en-
