TWO SUMMER EVENTS IN BERNE.

Berne, whose unique attractions are yearly
becoming more widely known, has to boast this
summer of two artistic events of particular in-
terest : one consisting of the loan exhibition,
opening on June 15th, of the masterpieces of the
Montpellier Museum, and the other of the already
famous  Cathedral Testival Plays, inaugurated
in Berne a few years ago in emulation of similar
productions known as -the Salzburg Mystery
plays, and which are to.run from -July 1st to
August 12th. As to the Montpellier art collec-
tion, it may view with any to be found outside
Paris, works of masters such as Courbet, Dela-
croix, Géricault, David, Ingres and Corot being
represented therein. Especially those by Courbet
may rival with the best known of this artist as
lodged in the Louvre. - Besides the aforenamed
leaders of 19th century -art, a special group is
formed by the Provencal painters, among which
Bazille, the master of luminous colours, and
Fabre, the founder of ' the Montpellier Museum.
Older Trench masters are represented by a work
of Poussin and others by Greuze, Bomdon
Robert, while cmllprm es by Houdon are also to lw
seen.

In addition to~ French art, Montpellier
musters a stately array of Iolelgn, especially
maste ‘sucli as Rubens, Breughel,
England
Deing represented Re.ynolds and Spain ' by
Zurbaran, Drawings ’by Raphael and Rembrandt
make for, the completeneqs of this wonderful col-
lection, ‘now to open m Berne daily from June
15th.

The Berne Festival Plays in front .of -the

‘medieval cathedral will this year begin as early

as J uly 1st. The success which has attended last
year’s performances of the ‘‘ Eternal Dance » has
been internationally uoted foreign press com-
ments. speaking of them even as of a Renaissance
in the dramatic art.  Their importance as an
artistic even of the hlghest order will certainly
not be disputed. -
