Dear Compatriots,

Early this year the Organisation Committee of
the Federal Shooting Festival, which is taking
place in Lucerne from June 16th—July 3rd, made
an Appeal to all Swiss residing in Great Britain, to
subscribe to a special Fund to defray the cost of the
numerous prizes to be given to competitors, for the
old traditional custom demands that the marksmen
be rewarded for their skill, and encouraged for
their endurance and the sacrifice made in our na-
tional interest.

In view of the patriotic aims of this Festival
