KONSULATE BETREFFEND SCHULUNGS-
MOEGLICHKEITEN 'IN DER HEIMAT.

An verschiedenen Zusammenkiinften der Aus-
landschweizer ist immer wieder der Wunsch ge-
aussert worden, man mochte doch in der Schweiz
dafiir  sorgen, dass Auslandschweizerkinder,
withrend 2 — 3 Jalren eine Sekundarschule in
der Schweiz besuchen konnten. Zum Teil wurde
dieser Wunsch damit begriindet, dass es im Aus-
land oft fast unmoglich sei, Schweizerkinder
richtig schulen zu lassen; daneben trat aber
auch das Bestreben hervor, auf diese Weise den
Kindern den Zusammenhang mit der Heimat zu
erhalten.

Die Stiftung Pro Juventute hat bereits seit
einer Reihe von Jahren an verschiedenen Orten
in der Schweiz solche Kinder untergebracht.
Dabei konnte festgestellt werden, dass die Schul-
behorden sozusagen ausnahmslos sehr entgegen-
kommend sind.  Fir Sekundarschiiler muss in
der Regel ein Lehrmittelgeld entrichtet werden ;
andere Kosten verrechnen die Schulen nicht.

Selbstverstindlich konnen nur Kinder in
schweizerische Sekundarschulen eintreten, die
das Pensum der vorbereitenden Primarschule mit
Erfolg durchgearbeitet haben. Daneben sind wir
aber tiberzeugt, dass man auf sie in verschiedens-
ter Weise Riicksicht nehmen wird. Selbstver-
stitndlich sind wir bereit und in der Lage, in
jedem einzelnen Falle die nitigen Auskiinfte zu
erteilen.

Tir gute Unterkunft ist Dbesonders in
kleinern Stidten und grossern Dorfern nicht

allzuschwer zu sorgen Als Pflegegeld muss in
einer tiichtigen Schweizerfamilie ein Betrag von
60 — 100.—Fr. monatlich (in der franzosischen
Schweiz etwas mehr) gerechnet werden. TFir
Kinder, fiir welche auch diese Betriige nicht auf-
gebracht werden koénunen, bestehen bescheidene
Stipendienmoglichkeiten (Eidg. Departement des
Innern, Pro Juventute).

Pro Juventute wird es sich angelegen sein
lassen, die in Betracht kommenden Pflegeplitze
nicht nur genau zu priifen, sondern die Kinder
withrend ihres Aufenthaltes in der Schweiz durch
ihre Vertrauensleute tiberwachen zu lassen.

Auch fiir den Besuch der hdhern Mittel-
schulen gibt es Moglichkeiten.  Information bei
verschiedenen Schulbehorden hat ergeben, dass
die Geneigtheit besteht, Schweizerschiilern aus
dem Ausland soweit als irgend moglich entgegen-
zukommen. Die Kosten sind hier etwas grosser,
tiir die Pension darf mit ca. 90 — 150.—Fr.
gerechnet werden.

SOME SWISS LITERATURE.

Swiss historical literature has recently been
enriched by the publication of a magnificently
produced symposium on the lives of her numerous
great men, under the title ** Grosse Schweizer »’
(Atlantis-Verlag, Zirich). Though encyclopadic
in bulk, the book remains readable, having been
written by some of the most eminent contempor-

ary Swiss writers and ably edited by Martin
Hiirlimann. It is astonishing to see how a nation

which even to-day numbers only about half the
population of London has been able to bring forth
writers of genius like Jean-Jacques Rousseau,
Gottfried Keller and Conrad Ferdinand Meyer,
theologians like Zwingli, scientists like Albrecht
von Haller, Euler and Bernoulli, teachers like
Pestalozzi, painters like Konrad Witz, historians
like Johannes von Miiller and Jacob Burckhardt,
to say nothing of a hundred others whose lives
and achievements are worthily described in this
important book, the letterpress of which is com-
pleted by a collection of portraits in technically
remarkable reproductions.

Another companion to Swiss history issued
at the same time are Otto Baumberger’s *¢ Bilder
zur Schweizer Geschichte ”” (Atlantis-Verlag,
Ziivich), They are a series of vigorous and
imaginative pencil sketches, in style not unlike
those of Frank Brangwyn, of some of the most
important episodes of it, completed by contem-
porary documents or poems, a novel and promis-
ing way of illustrating the course of human
affairs.

Coming back from time to space, the same
publishers offer us, in their well-known series
‘¢ Orbis Terrarum,” a new album of superb pic-
tures of Switzerland (‘‘ Die Schweiz,” edited by
Martin Hiirlimann), whose beauty ‘will convey
more eloquently than words one of the reasons

thus been so powerful a force in the shaping of
their history.

Another volume in this picture encyclopedia
of the World has just been devoted to Greece
(** Griechenland **) ,the photographs of which are
taken from the album on the Mediterranean
issued two years ago by the same publishers, but
are completed here by a small anthology ef elo-
quent pages on Hellas, from Lord Byron’s stanzas
in the second canto of ‘* Childe Harold” to
Ernest Renan’s ‘* Priére sur 1’Acropole.”

The outstanding achievements of Greek art,
on the other hand, are reproduced in a new and
spiendid volume, ‘* Griechische Plastik,”” by
Friedrich Gerke (Atlantis-Verlag, Ziirich). Dif-
fering in this from some other books of the same
kind, it gives room only to well-authenticated
masterpieces of the archaic and classical periods,
but to these it lends a new enchantment and
conveys a new understanding by skiltul use of
camera and lighting, and also by profoundly
learned and detailed descriptions and comments.
A similar service is rendered to antique coins in
the album ‘¢ Herrscherkopfe des Alter‘mms. ’ hy
Kurt Lange (Atlantis-Verlag).

To complete this Mediterranean tour by an
inquisition into the present discontents which are
tearing its Eastern borders, we shall find a com-
petent guide in Miss \Ln 'I'('f Boveri's ¢ Vom
Minarett zum Bohrturm ’ (Atlantis-Verlag,
Ziirich), Tt gives on Asia Minor’s problems and
recent history the same kind of lucid and authen-
tic information which won a unanimous chorus of
critical applause for the English translation of
her previous book, * Das .Weltgeschehen am
Mittelmeer.” z

This has gone on every day for over eight
hundred years, and to-day one can knock at the
porter’s door, as we did last week, and demand
the Waytarers’ Dole. = The porter, with due
solemnity, hands out a horn of ale and a slice of
bread served on an old platter bearing a silver
cross. This, indeed, is one of the few places in
the 20th Century where one can get something for
nothing !
