Mrs. Scheidegger, of 34 The Chine, Grange Park,
for many years a keen hospital worker, died in the
Wellhouse Hospital, Barnet, on Wednesday, June 5th,
after a long illness which, however, ended suddenly.

Mrs. Scheidegger, who was born in Hampstead
in 1870, married a gentleman who was naturalised
British (formerly Swiss), and their son was killed in
the last war while fighting with H.M. Forces.
