Des initia-
tives ont déjà été prises dans ce sens et nous y re-
viendrons quand nous pourrons mieux eu apprécier
l'importance et les tendances générales.

Surtout, on s'accorde à penser que cette œuvre de
reconstruction et de remise en ordre doit rester exclu-
sivement l'œuvre de Suisses indépendants et maîtres
de leurs destinées, que cela ne regarde pas l'étranger,
en particulier pas ce communisme qui fait les affaires
d'un gouvernement ou d'une association internationale
et pour lequel la souveraineté nationale n'existera
jamais.

It est très sage de convenir que, chez nous comme
ailleurs, tout n'est pas pour le mieux dans le meilleur
des mondes. Il est prudent d'entreprendre des ré-
formes en temps utile. Ainsi l'exige la plus élémen-
taire prévoyance. Mais il ne s'agit pas d'imiter ce qui
s'est fait à, l'étranger ou même de s'en inspirer. 11

s'agit au contraire de reconnaître certaines de nos
faiblesses et d'y parer rapidement selon des recettes
suisses, en restant fidèles à nos traditions suisses et
en gardant toujours présent à nos yeux l'exemple de
nos prédécesseurs. Cette œuvre, nous voulons la
réaliser entre nous. L'étranger n'a rien a y voir. Et
c'est pourquoi le communisme, sous toutes ses formes,
devait être radicalement éliminé de notre vie publique.

Alacchand ..wilLrcaret. to hear of his early death at Hie
age of 22. The only son of Mr. and Mrs. René A.
.Marchand, of (i, Hayes Road, Bromley, Kent, he was
born on the 24th August, 1918, educated at the
Beckenham Preparatory Abbey School and West-
minster School.

Ile then spent two years at the Faculty of
Medicine at London University, but in January, 1939,
he joined the R.A.F. and after obtaining his wings in
the following August, lie joined the famous. 73rd
Fighter Squadron (Hurricane) R.A.F., and amongst
his fellow Pilots was Cobber Kain. In December he
was sent in defence of the Maginot Line where he won
the high regard of all who knew him and brought down
several enemy planes.

In Alay he returned to England on leave and was
married on the 4th to Jean A. Gullen, of Bromley,
Kent, but at the end of his leave returned to his
Squadron, and two days later was shot down and
crashed. After three weeks in hospital he and his
wife started on a belated honeymoon, but met with a

serious motor accident and both of them were in
hospital for three weeks.

His duty thereafter lay in England, and in due
course he was drafted to the air defences of the
Thames Estuary, where lie. was shot down in the great
air battle for London at noon on Sunday 15th Septem-
her.

Pilot Officer Roy Marchand won the heapts of all
by his fine intellect, his qualities of heart ancl courage,
daring, humour and initiative.
